EASTER MESSAGE FROM FR. FRANCIS 
The foundation stone of Christianity is the Resurrection of Jesus 

ï we are Christians not because Jesus was born but because Jesus 

is RISEN. St. Paul says óif Jesus had not risen from the dead we 

would have been the most wretched people in the world.ô   

The resurrection of Jesus teaches us that suffering and death is 

not the end of everything but there is triumph and victory ï resur-

rection. The synoptic gospels tell us that Jesus foretold three 

times about his passion and death and all the three times he very 

clearly said that óon the third day he would rise againô. After the 

resurrection Jesus, in his conversation with the disciples on the 

way to Emmaus, asked ñWas it not necessary that the Messiah 

should suffer these things and enter into his glory?ò (Lk. 24.26) 

Through suffering and death of Jesus, God the Father expressed 

his love for the world. In Jn. 3.16 we read, ñFor God so loved the 

world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in 

him may not perish but may have eternal lifeò. Again, in Jn. 

12.23 Jesus says, ñThe hour has come for the Son of Man to be 

glorified. Very truly, I tell you, unless a grain of wheat falls into 

the earth and dies, it remains just a single grain; but if it dies, it 

bears much fruitò. In Jn. 10.11-18 Jesus tells, ñI am the good 

shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep. 

éé. I lay down my life for the sheep. é. For this reason the 

Father loves me, because I lay down my life in order to take it up 

again. No one takes it from me, but I lay it down of my own ac-

cord. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it up 

again.ò  

The Paschal Mystery ï the Passion, Death and Resurrection of 

Jesus ï is the expression of the love which the Father and the Son 

have for the world and the proof that the final triumph and victo-

ry is not for the evil, lie and hatred but for the good, truth and 

love and if we accept sufferings willingly with Christ we will 

have victory and resurrection with Him.  

I wish all of you a very happy and Blessed Easter. May the risen 

Lord fill you and your families with his JOY and PEACE!
