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Guest Column

Dear friends,

If you are a “typical” catholic like me (circa 1960), you
more than likely were baptized (soon after you were
born) received your first communion in the second
grade (around the age of eight) and then completed
your initiation into the Catholic faith by memorizing the
95 questions and answers in the Baltimore Catechism,
and confirmed by a Bishop. At this moment you official-
ly became a Soldier of Christ!

Among the liturgical reforms of the Second Vatican
Council, were a restoration of the ancient practice of
initiating adults and children (eight years or older) in a
process know as the RCIA. (Rite of Christian Initia-
tion for Adults)

The language of the RCIA reflects that of the early
church as well. Those desiring more information about
“becoming catholic” are described as Inquirers. This
period of inquiry can last several weeks or even
months. Here at Our Lady of Mercy, a group of dedicat-
ed parishioners meet with these individuals, every other
week in the parish center after the 9:30 Sunday mass.
These sessions are designed to answer questions,
share life/faith stories, while exploring common practic-
es of the Catholic faith.

Inquirers are non-baptized adults who desire full initia-
tion in the church, or baptized adult Christians who de-
sire full communion in the Roman Catholic Church.
Likewise, those baptized Catholic as infants, who have
not received first Eucharist or Confirmation, may com-
plete their initiation through the RCIA. The inquiry peri-
od ends when an individual celebrates the Rite of Ac-
ceptance at mass, whereby the church formally
acknowledges the individual’s desire to learn more
about the faith, claiming them for Christ by the sign of
the cross, and designating them Catechumens, ones
being instructed before baptism. This period of learning
typically lasts a year, and concludes with the Rite of
Election, celebrated at the cathedral on the first Sun-
day of Lent by our Archbishop, Cardinal Tobin.

The Rite of Election also formally marks the final weeks
of preparation for baptism. These “Elect” are strength-
ened through the Rites of Scrutiny celebrated on the
3 4™ and 5" Sundays of Lent. If you have attended
the 9:30 mass, you were invited to pray for our elect. At
other liturgies, they are remembered in the prayers of
the faithful.

The final stage of the RCIA process is called Mys-
tagogia, a time when the entire faith community is invit-
ed to deepen it’s understanding of the mystery of the
faith, while preparing the “newly initiated” to become
life long learners in the church.

This year at OLM we are blessed to welcome into the
church, Scott and Beth Stern, and Leslie and Claudio
Sigcha at the Easter Vigil. | know | speak for the current
as well as past members of the RCIA ministry, that few

things are more rewarding than bringing new members
into the faith. Additionally, many of those who have
become members of the faith, through the RCIA, share
that what drew them to the faith, was the warm and
inviting welcome they received when they came to our
parish. The desire they saw in your willingness to serve
the Lord, in so many of our ministries, and especially
when called upon to serve the least of our brothers and
sisters.

People journeying through the RCIA process need
sponsors and our team happily welcomes parishioners
who have a desire to share their faith and love of the
Lord. So “march” on over to the parish center one Sun-
day when the RCIA is meeting, and see how you might
best help guide, support and teach those discerning
whether to become members of our Catholic faith com-
munity. Onward Christian Soldiers!
