Saint Leonard of Port Maurice

Saint Leonard was born in 1676 in Port
Maurice, on the cost of northern Italy. Because
he was a gifted student, he was sent to Rome to
live with his uncle while attending the Jesuits’
Roman College. After completing his studies,
Leonard decided to become a Franciscan friar.

Leonard traveled throughout Italy, preaching at
parish missions and retreats. He would often
spend two or three weeks in a parish before
moving on. That gave him time to celebrate the
Sacrament of Reconciliation with all who wanted
to confess their sins and receive God’s
forgiveness. Leonard thought this was the most
important part of his ministry. It was a sign that
through his preaching, the Holy Spirit had
inspired people to transform their lives and
begin to live as followers to Jesus.

Leonard had a great devotion to the Stations of
the Cross. He believed that praying the Stations
would help people better understand that
through his passion and death, Jesus showed
his great love for us. By this Franciscan saint’s
work, almost 600 Stations of the Cross were
erected throughout Italy, including at the
Colosseum in Rome. They were a lasting
reminder to the people of Jesus’ sacrifice on the
cross, and they encouraged people to stay close
to Jesus through prayer.

Saint Leonard died in Rome in 1751 at the age
of 75. His ministry reminds us that Jesus is
always calling us to grow in our love for him and
our brothers and sisters. When we think about
Jesus’ death on the cross, we can remember all
people who suffer in their daily journeys.

Today we celebrate the feast of Our Lord Jesus
Christ King of the Universe.

In today’s Gospel, we hear an excerpt from the
Passion of Christ, according to Saint John.
Jesus stands before Pilate, responding that His
Kingdom is not of this world.

Many, sometimes including his disciples,
misunderstood the sovereignty of Jesus. They,
in their humanness, had deluded expectations
of the Messiah King. With power and authority
over all the universe, Christ the King came not
to be served, but to serve. He did not rule with
riches and earthly splendor, but through
sacrifice and humility.
