St Padre Pio first class relics come to St Tammany 

For fifty years Padre Pio bore the stigmata of our cruci-

fied Lord (bodily marks, wounds, or sensations of pain in 

locations corresponding to the crucifixion wounds of Jesus, 

such as the hands or wrists, feet, head, and side).  Forty 

years after his death, his body was exhumed and found 

to be incorrupt.  The greatest mystic of the last century, 

many miracles are attributed to his intercession.  On Nov 

24-25, St Jane de Chantal Parish (Abita Springs) will host 

a collection of his relics (some object, notably part of the 

body or clothes, remaining as a memorial of a departed 

saint).  After each Mass, people will be prayed over with 

the relics.  The schedule is as follows:  Sat:  8 am, 11 am, 

4 pm.  Sun:  8 am, 10 am, 12 noon, 6 pm.  St Jane is lo-

cated at 72040 Maple St, Abita Springs, LA 70420.
