On the weekend of August 5th/6th, 2017 we welcome our visiting priest, Rev. Leo Awojinrin of Ijebu-Ode Diocese, Nigeria. Ijebu-Ode 
Diocese is located in the Western part of Nigeria, near Lagos. Ijebu-Ode Diocese is a rural but growing Diocese. Her population is 
predominantly Muslim; 50% Muslims, 25% Christians of other denominations, 15% of Catholics and 10% of Traditional African  
believers. The Diocese has 34 parishes with over 150 churches, 7 houses of formation, 12 religious houses for male and female 
religious groups. The Catholic population does not have enough material and financial resources to sustain her many developing 
programs of evangelization; sustenance of priest and religious, training of seminarians, and to sustain primary health care project for 
the villagers. Please let us warmly welcome Rev. Leo when he visits us on August 5 th and 6th and let us be as generous as possible 
to his Mission Diocese.
