I want to say a big thank you
to the parish council, the
community building
committee, and all our staff
and volunteers for all their
hard work into putting
together our Fun Day.

We have such a
blessed and wonderful
community here at St. EdwardG!

This weekend we will be celebrating the feast of
St. Edward at our Sunday Masses. St. Edward the
Confessor was born between 1003-1005 A.D. in
Oxfordshire, England. During his childhood, England was
raided by Vikings forcing Edward's family to flee to
Normandy, France.

During his time in exile he grew in piety,
developed friendships with monks, and would assist at
Mass as an altar server. Edward's years in exile taught him
humility, gentleness, and charity. While he was in exile he
made a vow to St. Peter that if the misfortunes of his
family would end, he would make a pilgrimage to Rome to
visit St. Peter's tomb.

In 1041, Edward was invited back to England to
rule as king. As king, he cultivated religion, justice and
peace in the land and the people loved him for it. William
of Malmesbury said he was: "a man by choice devoted to
God, living the life of an angel in the administration of his
kingdom, and therefore directed by Him...He was so gentle
that he would not say a word of reproach to the meanest
person."

Unfortunately, King Edward was never able to
make it to Rome to fulfill his vow to visit the tomb of St.
Peter because the civil order of England depended on his
presence. He asked Pope St. Leo IX to dispense his vow.
By way of commutation, Pope St. Leo IX said he should
give to the poor the money he would have spent on his
journey and should build or repair a monastery in honor of
St. Peter in England. St. Edward the Confessor built what
became known as Westminster Abbey in fulfillment of his
vow to St. Peter. St. Edward went on to become one of the
most beloved kings in English history. St. Edward the
Confessor, pray for us!
