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What is the unforgiveable sin? 

God will forgive any repentant sinner -- right? No 
matter what we have done, if we are truly            
remorseful and desire to be restored to God's grace, 
the Sacrament of Confession will secure our place 
in heaven -- right? 

If so, then what is the unforgiveable sin named in 
this Sunday's Gospel reading? Are we in danger of 
going to hell because there's an unforgivable sin? 

Let's look at the context in which Jesus is describing 
the unforgiveable sin. He's talking about Satan, the 
strong man who steals (possesses) souls. Note how 
easy it is to plunder the strong man's property: We 
simply bind (tie) the strong man! ("No one can enter 
a strong man's house to plunder his property unless 
he first ties him up. Then he can plunder the 
house.") Jesus will soon be sending out his disciples 
to start plundering, i.e., rescuing souls in the name 
and power of Christ. The sins of the rescued will be 
forgiven. 

Jesus said, "Whoever blasphemes against the Holy 
Spirit will never have forgiveness, but is guilty of 
an everlasting sin." Demons blaspheme the Holy 
Spirit by being fully aware of the truth 
while deliberatelylying to us about the goodness of 
the Holy Spirit, leading us, if they can, away from 
God. This is unforgiveable! 

What about humans who believe demonic lies? 
The Catechism of the Catholic  Church (paragraph 
1864) says that anyone who deliberately refuses to 
repent of sin rejects forgiveness: "Such hardness of 
heart can lead to final impenitence and eternal loss." 

Most people, I believe, who allow demonic lies to 
influence them simply don't realize that the truth is 
better. As this Sunday's first reading tells us, Adam 
and Eve sinned because Satan deceived them. Every 
sinner has been deceived. You and I sin when we 
believe a deception, and the Holy Spirit, the Spirit 
of Truth, is with us to help us overcome every lie. 
The truth sets us free. 

Questions for Personal Reflection: 
Looking back over your spiritual growth through 
the years, when did you overcome deceptions about 
God? What sin are you struggling with today? Ask 
the Holy Spirit to give you a new understanding 
about it.

Jes¼s pronto 
comenzar²a a enviar a sus disc²pulos a comenzar el    
saqueo, es decir, a rescatar almas en el nombre y el    
poder de Cristo. Los pecados de los rescatados ser§n   
perdonados. Jes¼s dijo: "Quien blasfeme contra el      
Esp²ritu Santo   nunca ser§ perdonado sino que ser§    
culpable de un pecado eterno." Los demonios blasfeman 
al Esp²ritu Santo al ser plenamente conscientes de la   
verdad y sin embargo deliberadamente mentirnos acerca 
de la bondad del Esp²ritu Santo, llev§ndonos, si pueden, 
lejos de Dios. áEsto es imperdonable! 
àQu® sucede con los seres humanos que creen las      
mentiras demon²acas? El Catecismo de la Iglesia         
Cat·lica (p§rrafo 1864) dice que  
quien deliberadamente rechazara arrepentirse de un    
pecado rechazar§ el perd·n: "Esa dureza de coraz·n    
puede conducir a la impenitencia final y a la p®rdida 
eterna." La mayor²a de las personas, creo, que permiten 
que las mentiras demon²acas influyan en ellos,            
simplemente no se dan cuenta que la verdad es mejor. 
Como nos dice la primera lectura de este domingo, Ad§n 
y Eva pecaron porque Satan§s los enga¶·. Cada pecador 
ha sido enga¶ado. T¼ y yo pecamos cuando creemos una 
mentira y el Esp²ritu Santo, el Esp²ritu de la Verdad, est§ 
con nosotros para ayudarnos a sobreponernos a cada 
mentira. La verdad nos libera.

  Is the Organ Really a Sacred           

Instrument? 

Pianos and guitars are comparatively cheap, and money 
is tight. Those of us who believe the organ is a sacred 
instrument have to take the question ð òis the organ  
really a sacred instrument?ó  

The Second Vatican Councilõs Constitution on the     
Sacred Liturgy, the document shaping modern Catholic 
liturgy, has much to say about the music of the Mass, 
including this:  

In the Latin Church the pipe organ is to be held in high 
esteem, for it is the traditional musical instrument which 
adds a  wonderful splendor to the Churchõs ceremonies 
and powerfully lifts up manõs mind to God and to    
higher things (Article 120).                                                                
The pipe organ is the only instrument admitted to the 
Roman rite without question.  Others have to be        
examined for their suitability òfor sacred use.ó  This 
declaration implies that somehow the organ, alone    
within the western tradition, is a sacred instru-

This organ will be our 
main instrument for all our  liturgies.

The purpose of the Sanctuary candle next to the Tabernacle is to 

remind the faithful of the presence of Jesus Christ. If you want
