Stewardship 

  While it happened several weeks ago, the 

wheels of justice grind slowly in an effort to 

be fair and just, and so on November 12th, 

two of the vandals to our church were ar-

raigned in court.  Fr. Peter was summoned to 

appear in court representing the parish as the 

victim of this crime.  While the proceedings 

of the court are kept confidential to preserve 

the future possibilities of reformed lives for 

these young people, the result was that they 

pled guilty to the charges presented before them and the court or-

dered them to a treatment program for help in the progress of their 

remorse and rehabilitation.  The third juvenile has a trial date set 

for the month of January. 

  As part of the proceedings, Fr. Peter was given the opportunity to 

speak to the court and to the perpetrators.  In doing so, he took that 

opportunity to remind them that his presence was not about any 

financial or earthly restitution.  He advised them that they had 

wounded our community by their actions and then posting them on 

social media, mocking what is sacred to us.  He then spoke that 

they had done bad things, but he did not consider them to be bad 

people; that their youth meant that they probably had a lot of life 

ahead of them and with that the chance to do something different 

and better with their lives.  He reminded them that they too are 

holy, that the people of our parish pray for them, and in turn, that 

the restitution he hoped for was that they would make of them-

selves better people who would bring honor to themselves, to their 

family, and to our community. 

  Lastly, one of the charges was for larceny since there were some 

items stolen during this vandalism.  Fr. Peter explained to the court 

that a family member had voluntarily returned all the items to the 

parish and that we were grateful since one of them was an antique 

key that could probably not be replaced.

Our response:  How often do we put all our time and energy 
into building a kingdom here on earth, forgetting that life here is 
short? The real kingdom is in the next life. Yet, how much time 
and energy do we invest in working for that eternal kingdom?  
 

.Tell Me, òWhy é ?ó 
Why does a bishop wear a miter, and when? 

  The miter as an insignia of the office of bishop 

entered into the practice of the Church sometime 

between the fifth and eighth centuries.  Some be-

lieve it is a modification of the high priestôs gar-

ments worn in Jerusalem.  Others believe it comes 

from the Greek athletes who would wear a bandana 

around their head, with the tails of the knot drop-

ping along the back of their neck symbolizing the 

responsibility of a bishop to be teacher and leader 

of his flock to run the good race to gain the prize of 

immortality in heaven. 

  At a Confirmation ceremony or a Mass that a bish-

op celebrates, it seems he removes and replaces the 

miter at various times during the Mass.  In addition, 

beneath the miter, a bishop wears a skullcap, or a 

zucchetto, that is also removed though not as fre-

quently.  The original purpose of the zucchetto was 

to protect a clericôs tonsure from the elements.  The 

color of the zucchetto is determined by the position 

of the bishop in the hierarchy of the Church.  Thus, 

the Pope is the only one who wears white, cardinals 

wear red, and bishops a purple or magenta colored 

zucchetto.  Priests and deacons may wear a black 

one, but never during Mass.  Bishops wear theirs 

during Mass, removing at the offertory and replac-

ing it after communion as a reverence to not cover 

their head in the presence of our Lord when he is 

present in the Blessed Sacrament. 

  As to when and why a bishop wears or removes 

his miter, the practice is determined by whether he 

is representing his teaching authority to his flock, or 

whether he is addressing God in prayer.  When he 

is acting a teacher to his people he wears the miter 

that the wisdom of God would be radiant in his 

teaching, his example, and his presence before his 

people.  So when he sits for the readings, or preach-

es the gospel , receives the gifts, or performs other 

duties, he dons the miter.  When he is talking to 

God, as in offering any of the prayers, he removes 

the miter, to show his humility since God has no 

interest in his authority.

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A Message from Father Peter 
Dear Parishioners, 

  The feast of Christ the King was originally celebrated in the middle 

of the liturgical year, but the bishops at the Second Vatican Council 

moved this to the  last Sunday of the liturgical year to emphasize the 

eternal sovereignty of our Lord as we focus our attention on the end 

of the world and the harvest of souls at the final judgment.  This 

feast then reminds us of expected loyalty to the supreme authority, 

our Lord Jesus Christ, who is King of the Universe.   

  The concept of royalty makes us as Americans uncomfortable 

when we think of the royal wedding this past year, living in a castle, 

the unusual regalia of a jeweled crown or ermine robe, guards and 

the extravagances that come with an earthly or human royalty.  The 

idea that we would subject ourselves to a foreign ruler, who would 

tax our efforts perhaps excessively, who would demand or exact 

tribute and obedience to the slightest whim or desire seems so oddly 

unamerican and undesirable.  Yet, our faith would tell us that to be 

obedient to Christ our King is to be subject to all of these realities 

and that only by obedience to Christ are we truly liberated and 

ultimately free. 

  If we stop to think about it, we realize that the things we think 

make us free actually enslave us to other realities.  Many people 

consider the ability to drink excessively, or use drugs and narcotics 

with abandon, or to live a promiscuous lifestyle is what would be 

truly free.  Yet these choices enslave us to addiction, to self-doubt, 

and insecurity so that many commit suicide or destroy themselves 

by continuing to try and find that initial pleasure that always seems 

to elude them later.  For others it is the fantasy of excessive wealth 

or a better job or marriage, house or car, or less weight or a younger 

or older age, that are the illusions that distract from the gifts we 

have, hoping for a better life that only creates other problems and 

worries without ever solving our initial ones.  The hate and violence 

that continues to crescendo in our society is a sign of the discontent 

of our times and the reality that we have enslaved ourselves to gods 

or kings that cannot satisfy our need but who only demand more and 

more of our time, our energy, our resources and our freedom. 

  Only Christ promises to truly liberate us by fulfilling the purpose 

of our human nature.  Only Christ can liberate us when we surrender 

to his will and plan for our lives.  Because only God knows for what 

we were created and why.  Only God knows that which will fulfill 

our sense of self when we do as he desires.  Christ does not desire to 

enslave us, but ultimately to free us as he was free.  The king 

presented this weekend is not one in regal robes, but naked on a 

cross, not with a jeweled crown of gold but one of thorns; a king 

who seeks not his own will but that of his Father, and in doing so, 

gains the freedom of all Godôs creatures.  This King asks that we 

submit to him not to be imprisoned, but ultimately to be free, free to 

be who God created us to be and to achieve his plan for our life in 

his time.  And so, each time we come to communion, we come to 

partake of this freedom of our King, that in submitting to Him, we 

might be truly free in this world.  Let us claim Christ as our King, 

surrender our lives to his will, and take up our lives with renewed 

purpose and enthusiasm to serve our King and one day enter the 

fullness of his glory to share in his Kingdom forever!
