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A. This question came up during the presentation to 

the Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion. 

Many ministers were talking about how people 

come up to receive communion and how, at times, 

it is difficult for them to know what to do. And they 

wondered if I could remind people of the proper 

way to receive communion.   

 

The question is not about proper disposition. Obviously, if we are  

receiving communion, we should be in a state of grace, i.e., we 

should not have any known mortal sins that have not been confessed. 

We must believe that what we are receiving is really, truly, and  

substantially the Body and Blood of Christ. We must believe that it is 

no longer bread and wine, but truly Jesus’ Body and Blood. We also 

must have fasted for at least one hour before receiving.   

 

We must have the attitude that what we are receiving is a gift. We 

do not deserve, or merit, the Eucharist. Christ is giving Himself to us in 

order to strengthen us in living out our faith. We must remember that 

the power of the Eucharist is tied directly to Jesus’ death,  

resurrection, and ascension. As we receive his Body and Blood, we 

are called to participate directly in the life of Christ because his 

very life comes to flow through our body. It is about strengthening us 

to live out our baptismal promises. The whole point and purpose of 

the Eucharist is that we will become what we receive. Therefore, how 

we approach the Eucharist is very important. We should approach 

the Eucharist, not as a group of individuals, but rather, as one body 

in Christ—called by Christ to be his body. Our procession to the  

altar is a sign that together we are one in Christ, gathered by his 

grace and power, and called by Him to receive from his altar, his 

very self. 

 

As we approach to receive the Eucharist, we make a simple bow of 

the head as a sign of reverence. This is true for receiving both the 

Body and the Blood. If you choose not to receive the Blood, you 

should still reverence the chalice as you pass by: it is the Eucharist 

and therefore Christ Himself. Again, it is a simple bow of the head  

acknowledging Christ’s presence.  

 

There are two options for receiving the Body of Christ. A person 

may choose to receive on the tongue or in the hand. If you choose to  

receive on the tongue, please make sure you actually open your 

mouth and stick out your tongue. Some people make it difficult to 

get the host into their mouth. If you receive in the hand, please place 

one hand on top of the other as though you are making a throne for 

Christ. And please do not try to take the Eucharist or snatch it with 

your fingers. We should always create a posture of reception/

receiving and not one of taking. After receiving the Eucharist in our 

hands we should immediately place it in our mouth. 

 

After receiving the Eucharist, we should return to our seat and either 

continue singing or pray. We must never leave Mass early. When we 

receive the Eucharist and then leave, we are saying that receiving 

the Eucharist is an individual moment with Christ. It is not, nor should 

it ever be. The end of Mass is an essential part of our obligation to 

be at Mass and we should stay until we have been sent forth by the 

Lord.

Discover the Link between 

Chocolate and Human Trafficking 

 

Thank you to those who attended the Chocolate 

Fondue protest party to learn about the hidden 

link between chocolate and human 

trafficking! While feasting on  

delicious, ethically sourced  

chocolate fondue prepared by 

the Freedom Café, we learned 

the sobering reality on the role of 

forced labor in cocoa production 

and in the production of other 

goods we consume. Over 40% of 

the cocoa involved in making chocolate can be 

traced back to the Ivory Coast in West Africa, a 

region notorious for child labor of boys as young 

as ten years old. In fact, an estimated 1.8 million 

children are working under forced labor in  

common chocolate-producing regions of Africa. 

Sugar, another main ingredient in chocolate, is 

also notoriously associated with forced labor. The 

U.S. imports most of its sugarcane from Mexico,  

Brazil, and Guatemala, all known to use forced 

labor and child labor. As of 2018, 148 goods 

from 76 countries are produced with either child 

or forced labor. 

 

Now that we know, how can we take action? The 

Freedom Café presented several concrete steps 

we can take to be more conscious consumers: 

 

��Visit www.slaveryfootprint.org to analyze your 

slavery footprint and learn how products you 

buy are touched by modern-day slavery. 

 

��Download the Department of Labor's Sweat 

and Toil app (www.dol.gov/general/apps/

ilab), and discover which products and  

countries of origin are most implicated in  

unethical labor practices. 

 

��Start to change buying habits by gradually 

making changes one product at a time. For  

example, make an effort to buy ethically 

sourced chocolate as a first step. Look for 

chocolate that is Fair Trade Certified, UTZ 

Certified, or Rainforest Alliance Certified. 

 

Ultimately, we’ve learned to pay prices for goods 

that are artificially low due to unethical labor 

practices and human trafficking. By making a  

conscious effort to purchase ethically sourced 

goods, we can help work toward change. We 

have power as consumers, individually and  

collectively, to foster strong resilient communities 

around the globe, eradicate poverty, and foster a 

slavery-free world. EVERYONE, regardless of 

their age, vocation, or economic standing can 

make a difference as a conscious consumer!  

Please stay tuned for future articles on the role of 

human trafficking in other goods and additional 

steps we can take.
