From the Pastorõs Desk 

This week is Natural Family Planning Awareness Week. 
Thursday, July 25 marks the 51st anniversary of Pope  
St. Paul VIôs landmark and prophetic encyclical Humanae 
Vitae, in which the Holy Father defended Church teaching 
on marriage and family. The Pope writes: 
 

T he question of human procreation, like every other question which touches human life, involves more than 
the limited aspects specific to such disciplines as biology, 
psychology, demography or sociology. It is the whole man 
and the whole mission to which he is called that must be 
considered: both its natural, earthly aspects and its 
supernatural, eternal aspects. And since in the attempt to 
justify artificial methods of birth control many appeal to the 
demands of married love or of responsible parenthood, 
these two important realities of married life must be 
accurately defined and analyzed. This is what We mean to 
do, with special reference to what the Second Vatican 
Council taught with the highest authority in its Pastoral 
Constitution on the Church in the World of Today. 
 
God's Loving Design 
8. Married love particularly reveals its true nature and 
nobility when we realize that it takes its origin from God, 
who "is love," the Father "from whom every family in 
heaven and on earth is named." 
 
Marriage, then, is far from being the effect of chance or the 
result of the blind evolution of natural forces. It is in reality 
the wise and provident institution of God the Creator, 
whose purpose was to effect in man His loving design. As a 
consequence, husband and wife, through that mutual gift of 
themselves, which is specific and exclusive to them alone, 
develop that union of two persons in which they perfect one 
another, cooperating with God in the generation and rearing 
of new lives. 
 
The marriage of those who have been baptized is, in 
addition, invested with the dignity of a sacramental sign of 
grace, for it represents the union of Christ and His Church. 

Married Love 
9. In the light of these facts the characteristic features and 
exigencies of married love are clearly indicated, and it is of 
the highest importance to evaluate them exactly. 
 
This love is above all fully human, a compound of sense 
and spirit. It is not, then, merely a question of natural 
instinct or emotional drive. It is also, and above all, an act 
of the free will, whose trust is such that it is meant not only 
to survive the joys and sorrows of daily life, but also to 
grow, so that husband and wife become in a way one heart 
and one soul, and together attain their human fulfillment. 
 
It is a love which is totalðthat very special form of 
personal friendship in which husband and wife generously 
share everything, allowing no unreasonable exceptions and 
not thinking solely of their own convenience. Whoever 
really loves his partner loves not only for what he receives, 
but loves that partner for the partner's own sake, content to 
be able to enrich the other with the gift of himself. 
 
Married love is also faithful and exclusive of all other, and 
this until death. This is how husband and wife understood it 
on the day on which, fully aware of what they were doing, 
they freely vowed themselves to one another in marriage. 
Though this fidelity of husband and wife sometimes 
presents difficulties, no one has the right to assert that it is 
impossible; it is, on the contrary, always honorable and 
meritorious. The example of countless married couples 
proves not only that fidelity is in accord with the nature of 
marriage, but also that it is the source of profound and 
enduring happiness. 
 
Finally, this love is fecund. It is not confined wholly to the 
loving interchange of husband and wife; it also contrives to 
go beyond this to bring new life into being. ñMarriage and 
conjugal love are by their nature ordained toward the 
procreation and education of children. Children are really 
the supreme gift of marriage and contribute in the highest 
degree to their parents' welfare.ò

Stewardship 

The cooling of the Adoration Chapel continues to be reviewed while using the existing AC supply (located above the 
entrance door) bringing in cool air and the exhaust fan (in the old sacristy) pulling air out. While receiving mixed reviews, 
our tests have found that when the door is kept closed a temperature is being maintained between 70 and 72 degrees. Here are 
a couple of comments supporting this: 
ñMy husband just returned from Chapel (on a 90-degree humid evening) and he said the door was closed when he entered 
and again when he left and he said it was very comfortable.ò   
 
ñOn July 4th midday, it was very hot in the chapel and 6 others were there before me...the door had been open for some time 
and I forgot to close it when I came in. I got up and closed the door, not tightly, just leaving a crack. I returned to my kneeler 
up front on the water fountain side. In seconds I could feel the cool air from the AC vent and the room clearly began to cool 
down.ò   
 
ñTHANK (you) for the quiet and solitude of the chapel...not to mention the 
cool airéafter 20 years, finally experiencing adoration while not hearing the 
fountain I now have the feeling of more focus on the Eucharist!ò  
 
When the Atrium is not being cooled (which is most of the time), leaving the 
door open brings in hot moist air. Keeping the door closed is the best solution 
for the time being. Having an Adoration Chapel which is cool, quiet, and 
peacefuléin the words of one parishioner, ñGod be praised!ò 
 
The Memorial to the Unborn was relocated to a temporary spot across the 
sidewalk. It will be returned soon to its new peaceful, prayerful area. Concrete 
sidewalk improvements (pictured) have been made at this entrance and 
regrading of the surrounding area is well underway ï thank you for your 
patience with the changes being made!
