Pray.  Never forget the example of St. Monica who prayed for many years for her son, Saint Augustine. No case is hopeless. 
Donôt Nag.  Donôt get angry, donôt argue. It doesnôt help. Let your children and grands know that you love your faith, that you find 
comfort in prayer, that you enjoy your relationship with God.  
Delve deeply into your own faith.  Become a better Catholic yourself! Go to Mass often, pray daily, read the Bible, study 
and know your faith.  Your children need you to be more than an average lukewarm Catholic.  For their sake you need to be a 
strong men & women of faith.  
Invite.  Never stop inviting your family to attend Mass, go to a special religious event, attend a retreat.  Invite and donôt be 
discouraged when you get a NO.  But keep inviting. 
Donôt Despair.  God loves your children even more that you do.  We all hope that our children have the joy of a full Catholic 
life.  But God saves people even late in life.  Donôt forget that Christian training early in life may bear fruit even later in life, long 
after you are gone.  
Give good example.  Show your children that your faith in Christ makes you a better person.  Donôt be a bitter, hateful dis-
honest, harsh or angry person.  Your children need to see that your faith makes you good.   
Joy. Your children and grandchildren need to see that the fruit of a Christ centered life is joy and peace.  If your faith does 
not lead you to love, why should they want to follow your example?

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
In 1794, a young Irishwoman befriended two widows aboard ship while emigrating to America. They bought a house in Philadelph-
ia and began to live a community life under the direction of a priest. Soon they relocated to Washington. There, the "pious ladies," 
as the neighbors called them, were asked by their priest friend, by then the president of Georgetown University, to begin a religious 
community. In 1799 they established a branch of the Visitation Order founded by Saint Jane de Chantal and Saint Francis de Sales 
in the 1620s. 
The unique vision of this order followed a sensible routine, less arduous and more flexible than most traditions, and also accepted 
widows and older women. Amazingly, this American outpost of the Visitation began without reference to the "rule" of the Order. 
Most of the European convents had been lost under the "reign of terror," and the rules and customs of the community could not be 
obtained. A copy of the rule was discovered in 1812, and in 1816 the pope officially established the monastery. By then, some 
French nuns had regrouped, and they sent a habit and cross to be copied. (No religious wore the habit in public in the United States 
until after the Civil War.) From the beginning, the Georgetown nuns had an educational mission, even though they discovered in 
the "rule" that such work was officially off-limits for the contemplative life. In America, the nuns depended on a school for their 
livelihood, so the rule was adapted. Today, the Academy of the Visitation is a thriving example of excellence in Catholic education, 
and the adjacent monastery is the oldest monastic foundation in the original thirteen United States.
