Dear Friends in Christ:

              Estimados Amigos y Amigas en Cristo: 

It has been one month since Fr. Tony left our parish and 

is now pastor of Immaculate Conception Church (St. 

Maryôs) in Yonkers, NY. He replaced a retiring pastor who 

was at that same parish for 31 years.  Fr. Tony said that his 

new parish is tri-lingual also: English, Spanish and Arabic.  

They have 2 Saturday Vigil Masses (English and Spanish); 

on Sundays: 2 English Masses, one Spanish Mass and one 

Arabic Mass.  Like us, they have confessions before Mass. 

So they have 6 Masses per weekend, with the last one on 

Sunday at 12:30 pm, with a total of 3 priests to serve the 

parish.  On weekdays, they have 2 Masses like we do. 

People keep asking me if we will get a replacement priest 

for Fr. Tony.  The answer is no (at least not for the foreseea-

ble future).  So for now, that leaves Fr. Alfonso and myself 

for our 2 Vigil Masses and 6 Sunday Masses, with Archbish-

op Fiorenza taking normally 1 Mass on Sunday, either 9 or 

11 am, if he is available. (Remember, many times on Satur-

days, we priests may have weddings or at times funerals.) 

Since we have so many Sunday confessions and 2 Sunday 

evening Masses, it makes very full and long days for us.  

Whoever does the Sunday 7:30 pm Spanish Mass does not 

leave the church until about 9 pm.   

So how will we as 2 priests adapt? Starting in September, 

for one weekend a month, priests will come to help us with 

Sunday confessions (4:15 pm - 5:15 pm) and will celebrate 

the 5:30 pm English Mass and take the Spanish confessions 

(6:45 pm - 7:20 pm) and the 7:30 pm Spanish Mass. (Since 

we normally have so many confessions, 2 priests are availa-

ble. Thus, one of us will assist with confessions during those 

times.)  Sometimes this may be 1 priest taking both Masses; 

other times it will be 2 different priests.  I had asked if these 

same priests could take 2 weekends a month, but they can-

not.  I am seeking the possibility for more help on another 

Sunday.  Since Monday is my day off, I have an extra priest 

taking the 7 am Monday Mass with confessions. Fr. Alfonso 

celebrates the 12:10 pm Mass with confessions.   

I am in the process of seeking an additional permanent 

deacon to be assigned to the Co-Cathedral.  This will help 

with some of the marriage preparation, etc. Though perma-

nent deacons do offer much help, they are married and have 

families, most have a full time job. So their time is rather 

limited in what they can offer. And naturally, deacons cannot 

be the celebrant of the Mass.    

Speaking of deacons, our transitional deacon, Vincent, 

will be preaching at all the English Masses this weekend.  He 

has been here for June and July full time.  Since he is return-

ing back to seminary and school full time, he will be here 

only 2 weekends a month, starting in August through May.  

And if all goes well, he will be ordained a priest the first Sat-

urday in June.   

So how long does a pastor stay in any one parish in our 

archdiocese? That all depends. In the recent past, we would 

serve up to 2 different 6 year terms, for a total of 12 years.  

But more lately, there have been some exceptions to that rule.  

Plus, when a pastor may have completed 12 years, but when 

he is in his later 60ôs, he may stay until he retires normally at 

75 years old.  FYI:  I have been here for 10 years.  

How long may a parochial vicar (sometimes also known 

as an associate / assistant pastor) serve?  Normally it is up to 

3 years (may be less) so that the priest can get the experience 

of more than 1 parish before he becomes a pastor.  Since we 

have a priest shortage, that is how quickly a priest becomes a 

pastor unlike times of old. With more priests, it was some 20 

years or more when one became a pastor.  Remember the 

above time limits for pastors and parochial vicars are all 

adapted to the local needs of a parish and the availability of 

priests.  Please pray for more vocations to the priesthood.  

Please remember to register ASAP your children for faith 

formation that begins this September.  Are you taking ad-

vantage of adult faith formation, either the sessions at the 

Centre or those online opportunities?  See pp. 9-11.  

In future bulletins, we will be presenting the challenges of 

the budget.  Is every person contributing their fair share?
