I did a quick review of the envelope giving patterns to look for trends.  This includes everyone who has an envelope 
number—whether they give electronically or at Sunday Mass or mail in their check, or even just drop a check in the 
basket without their envelope.  It does not include those who give cash in the basket but not in an envelope, nor does it 
include those who do not have an envelope number—usually guests or visitors.  We have 1,022 people or families who 
receive envelopes or have an envelope number  (but cancelled their actual envelopes because they give electronically).  
The numbers are pretty close to last year’s numbers as far as far as the percentiles go.   

This past Sunday, I mentioned that our Sacrificial Giving is supposed to be just that—sacrificial.  It is our offering of love 
to God to continue His work here on earth.  We are willing to sacrifice for those things that are most dear to us—which 
includes our Lord.  Sacrifice looks differently for each of us because our circumstances are different.  The graph below 
shows the different giving levels of those with an envelope number, how many individuals/families give at that level, and 
what percentage of the total envelope income that amounts too.  Please considering increasing your sacrificial offering 
to the Lord this year, as we seek to grow in generosity with Him who is so generous to us.

Follow-up on Tax Fraud 

We have learned that six individuals have been charged in 

the 2013 tax fraud scheme that affected some employees 

and volunteers of the Archdiocese of Seattle several years 

ago. Over 250,000 people had their identities stolen, which 

was then used to apply for $25 million in fraudulent tax 

refunds. From April 2013 through May 2015, the 

investigators believe the scheme generated at least $4.7 

million in profits. One of the databases that was attacked 

was that of CICS Employment Services, a Lincoln City, 

Oregon background-check company. Five of the individuals 

have been convicted on multiple counts of mail and wire 

fraud and related charges. Two have been sentenced to 

federal prison (a 6 year and a 9 year term). The other three 

are awaiting sentencing. Although these convictions do not 

change the fact that many of our employees and 

volunteers experienced stress and a tremendous amount 

of inconvenience, it is reassuring to know that at least 

some of the individuals responsible are being held 

accountable for their crimes. We have been told that the 

large number of employees and volunteers who attended 

regional gatherings and signed affidavits for the IRS agents 

was helpful to their investigation.
