 Tuesday in some countries, cultures or regions is a day to feast ï Mardi 
Gras or Martedi Grosso (ñFat Tuesdayò).  It marks the end of Carnival (Fasching in 
Germany) and Lent begins on the next morning, Ash Wednesday.  One might want 
to splurge on Tuesday with a favorite treat or meal, especially something that may 
be given up or fasted from during the 40 days of Lent.  We are going to have an 
unusual gathering on the evening of Mardi Gras, a PowerPoint slide show on our 
sister parish, St. Lucie on the island of Gonave in Haiti.  If you would like to learn 
more about my visit there and ask a few questions, please join us on Tuesday 
evening, February 28

th
 at 6:30 pm in the SJW Auditorium.  Refreshments will be 

served, so we can feast a bit together before Lent begins.  I am confident that it will 
also deepen our appreciation for the gifts we have received and increase our 
willingness to share with those who have so much less. 

 Last Wednesday our parish cluster was blessed to have Ken Yasinski join 
us for an inspirational evening of spiritual formation, prayer, song and socializing.  
He invited us to make a holy Lent in a very engaging manner with solid theology, 
personal stories and humor.  Ken proposed that taking four steps will help us to 
grow spiritually during the Churchôs retreat called Lent:  First, commit to entrusting 
our lives to God, accepting Godôs incredible love for us revealed in Jesusô suffering, 
death and resurrection.  Second, pray each and every day; if this is not part of 
oneôs daily schedule, begin with ten minutes and build upon that over time.  (He 
reminded us that there has never been a saint who has not prayed.)  Third, fast for 
both practical and spiritual reasons, gaining freedom from our appetites/desires 
and joining our sacrifices to those of Christ.  (Too often we avoid this important 
spiritual discipline.)  Lastly, make an honest and complete confession so that you 
can experience Christôs forgiveness and healing.  Before Lent begins, I invite you 
to consider following these four steps and decide how you will ñlift upò (pray), ñgive 
upò (fast) and ñtake upò (give alms).  We can encourage and help one another grow 
in holiness. 

 As a follow-up to last Sunday, I want to remind you to participate in the 
Catholic Ministry Appeal (CMA) 2017.  Together we can make an incredible ñwineò 
or ñpunchò (the African tribe story), and we can do it quickly if you make your gift/
pledge this week using the materials sent to you (or available in the pew) or online.  
Please make sure to note your parish, either Holy Family, Lake Crystal or St. 
Joseph the Worker, Mankato.  A couple people have asked about the goals for this 
year:  $31,460 at SJW (compared to $36,600 last year, -14%) and $9,800 at HF 
(compared to $10,270 last year, -4.6%).  Each parishôs Finance Council will be 
determining a special project that will be funded with any monies contributed over 
the goal.  Last year HF exceeded its goal by $1,365 and it came back to the parish 
for the new entrance project.  As Catholics, we support both the local parish and 
the diocese; itôs simply part of who we are called to be.  Thanks in advance for your 
generous support!
