Two weekends from now (7/30) is our
next collection of items for our annual
Survival Sacks for the Homeless. We'll
pack all the items in November into
backpacks for Sacred Heart to distrib-
ute to our homeless brothers and sis-
ters. We need full sized shampoo,
toothpaste, and deodorant, new men's
and women's underpants and warm
socks (no shorties, please), wash
cloths, individual (approx. 6" square)
first-aid kits, lip balm, disposable ra-
zors, and toilet paper.

Small Things Count
Tonight, cook and throw away 1/3
before serving it. Sounds wasteful and
stupid. But that's how much food we
grow in our world that goes to
waste. Meanwhile, famine, hunger,
and food insecurity among children
exist while our landfills overflow.
Supermarkets put out only the perfect
produce. They know we won't pay
their prices for misshapen vegetables or
fruit that has a slight bruise. So they
toss it out, even though it tastes the
same and is just as nutritious. After all,
it's grown the same, in dirt or dangling
from buggy trees.

I like the idea of a Canadian company
who packages its appropriately named
“No Name Naturally Imperfect”
produce. These fruits and veggies can
sell to markets cheaper, then markets
can sell to us for less, and some major
chains are planning to do just that. I'll
be in line to buy it. And I’ll lobby my
lawmakers not to cut out farmers’
livelihood but put the extra produce to
work feeding hungry people.

The Mass
Our Offering

Continued from last week....

After the presider has washed his hands we are prepared for
the sacrifice of the Eucharist The next words we hear are
the presider inviting us to pray that his and our sacrifice
may be acceptable to God prior to our rising and
responding. In the rite, because we wait to stand until after
the invitation to pray, it brings us back to the conversation
about the normative positions during the Mass. The act of
standing by the faithful, indicates that we have indeed
begun to pray and our waiting until after the presider
invites us to pray indicates our assent to his invitation.

Our words of response to the presider’s invitation, in and of
themselves are not a prayer. Our response is directed to the
presider (May the Lord accept this sacrifice at your
hands...). Once we have responded, the presider’s extends
his hands in the orans position and he says the prayer over
the offerings. Recalling that the orans position is one in
which the presider represents all the people gathered, he is
raising all our prayers up to God the Father, which should
indicate to all those gathered that they should also be
echoing silently the prayers of the presider. Once the prayer
over the offerings has been said, we all respond Amen.
