Dear RocKenRo community,

May God bless you this 18th Sunday of Ordinary Time! My
name is Jacob Gruber, and I'm the parish’s new Pastoral Year

Seminarian. I've met lots of people so far, but only a small
fraction of the larger community, so | want to take this opportunity to
introduce myself more broadly.

As | mentioned in my introductions at Mass, | originally come
from Whitehall, in the South Hills. | come from a family of 14: 11 boys

and 3 girls. Two of my brothers are priests, one for the Diocese of
Pittsburgh, and one for the Pittsburgh Oratory. I've been in seminary for just about 5 years now, and after
this year finishes, I'm on track to have 2 more until ordination.

People often ask if I've known that | wanted to be a priest for my whole life. Well, it's alleged that | wrote
on some sheets back in Kindergarten that | wished to be a priest when | grew up. But for all practical
purposes, by the time | began college, | was intending to be a businessman, perhaps some kind of
entrepreneur. The Lord had to work on my heart and convince me that He could be trusted. Of course, we all
know that we should trust God. But to really be willing to do anything He's calling you to do, even if | don't
understand it all at the time? God had to win me over on that. And He really did. He drew me to seminary
and each day continues to draw me to greater trust in His plans.

In addition to seminary work and studies, | enjoy playing tennis, reading, writing, casually following
Pittsburgh sports, and trying new coffee and coffee shops.

For this first communication, I'm just introducing myself. But each month after this, | will be writing a
brief reflection or exhortation for the bulletin. So stay tuned! In the meantime, I'm looking forward to getting
to know you.
