On All Saints Day,
we celebrate these holy men
and women, and ask for their
prayers and intercessions. The
concept of All Saints Day is
connected to the doctrine of
The Communion of Saints.
This is the concept that all of
God's people, on heaven,
earth, and in the state of purifi-
cation are spiritually connected
and united. In other words,
Catholic and Orthodox Chris-
tians believe that the saints of
God are just as alive as you
and |, and are constantly inter-
ceding on our behalf. The
saints are not divine, nor omni-
present or omniscient. How-
ever, because of our common
communion with and through
Jesus Christ, our prayers are
joined with the heavenly com-
munity of Christians. The
Catholic Catechism concisely
describes this communion
among believers, by which we
