GOSPEL MEDITATION:
THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

"He came to Nazareth,

.. where he had grown up."
Did you grow up in a small
town? Whenever you see
stories of tight-knit commu-
nities, a common refrain is
that everybody knows everybody and that's very dif-
ficult to change. If you leave and return, people ex-
pect you to be and act a certain way, and it's strange
for them if you do not. In today's Gospel, we see that
Jesus was already moving "in the power of the Spirit
and news of him spread throughout the whole region.
He...was praised by all". His ministry has begun!
News of his growing popularity must have proceeded
him to Nazareth. Upon his arrival, he "went accord-
ing to his custom into the synagogue on the Sabbath
day". For the first few moments, he is what they ex-
pect - their hometown boy returning to pay his re-
spects. As was common of men at the time, he takes
a turn reading a passage of Sacred Scripture. It is a
bold passage, one he selects intentionally. "He un-
rolled the scroll and found the passage where it was
written: The Spirit of the Lord is upon me." After
reading about holy anointing, liberation for the poor
and prisoners, and physical healings, Jesus does the
unthinkable. ""Today this Scripture passage is ful-
filled in your hearing."" We are all called to imitate
Christ wherever we are. This might mean doing the
unexpected! All too often we're content with the dai-
ly status quo, and so are the people around us. When
we take a stand for Christian values, change our life-
style to reflect the Gospel, and work for justice in
society, we may make others uncomfortable. But Je-
sus doesn't call us to the same life we lived yesterday
or the year before that. He 1s calling all of us - each
and every one of us - to deeper conversion of heart.
No matter what other people expect, will you love in
the Spirit of the Lord today?

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WHY DO WE HAVE A LITURGICAL SEASON
CALLED ORDINARY TIME?

Ordinary Time is the longest season of the liturgical year.
This year, it began on the Monday after January 13, the
Baptism of Lord, and goes until Tuesday, March 5, the
day before Ash Wednesday and the beginning of Lent.
Depending upon when Easter is celebrated, the period of
Ordinary Time can last anywhere from five to eight
weeks. This year, Ordinary Time picks up again the
Monday after Pentecost Sunday, May 10, and lasts from
23 to 27 weeks (again, depending on the date of Easter),
until the end of the liturgical year, the Saturday before
Advent begins.

Why the name ordinary? "Ordinary" is not in contrast to
"extraordinary" or "special" but, rather, stresses the Latin
language notion of "ordinal" or numbered Sundays. The
Latin title for the season, "tempus ordinarium," conveys
the sense that this time of the year is measured or num-
bered time. Measured time can allude simply to the num-
bered Sundays, or the notion that these Sundays are a
"measured" time to deepen and immerse ourselves com-
pletely in the realities of Jesus' incarnation, ministry, pas-
sion, death, and resurrection.

Ordinary time offers us the measured opportunity to con-
nect the ordinary lived experiences of our lives with
those of Jesus, who modeled for us how to live a truly
human existence. As we experience the season of ordi-
nary time, let us immerse ourselves in the extraordinary
task of deepening our relationship with Christ in the ordi-
nary events of life.
