Today is Palm Sunday, the beginning of 
the holiest week of the Churchôs         

liturgical year. Jesus made a grand entry 

into Jerusalem with people carrying palm 

branches and shouting óHosanna to the 

Son of Davidô. The best image that could 

possibly describe this procession is the 

image of a parade in our modern world. 

As the parade began, many who heard the 

singing and shouting joined and the crowd got bigger and 

bigger. Many of them spread their cloths on the road for  

Jesus to pass. Others got branches from trees to decorate the 

road. Jesus rode through the streets as a king. The people 

acknowledged him as the prophet from Galilee. At this point, 

Jesus was a successful young man whom everyone wanted to 

be associated with.  
 

On Palm Sunday also known as Passion Sunday, we read the 

passion narrative of Jesus in the gospels. In the narrative, we 

see that the triumphant entry of Jesus into Jerusalem is  

sharply contrasted to his journey to Calvary. When he was 

seized by the authorities, everyone deserted him including 

his disciples. Judas, in order to gain prestige among the   

Sanhedrin, sold Jesus for thirty pieces of silver. Peter denied 

Jesus three times for fear of suffering with Jesus. Pilate, the 

Judge, washed his hands and handed the innocent man to be 

crucified because he did not want to lose his position among 

the people. The point is that these people knew what the right 

thing to do was, but they did the wrong thing because they 
were not ready to suffer. 
 

At some point Jesus felt that God had probably abandoned 

him as he cried out: ñmy God, my God, why have you     

forsaken me?ò Suffering in itself has no benefit but when one 

suffers for a just cause, then there is great benefit. Jesus came 

into the world to die so that we might live. He, who is God, 

humbled himself and submitted to our own cruelty so that He 

might save us. His passion which culminates in his death on 

Good Friday is to be our only means of redemption. His   

passion of pain and suffering on the way to Calvary is only 

surpassed by His passion of love for us sinners whom He 

came to redeem.     
 

Holy Week is the busiest week for pastors, our liturgical 

ministers, and the faithful as they celebrate the liturgies of 

our salvation. I look forward to the liturgies of this week. 

Our ministers have all been working hard to ensure an     

awesome celebration for this week. I am grateful to them for 

their dedication and hard work.  
 

Every liturgy of the holy week shows how much Jesus loves 

us with passion. On Holy Thursday, we commemorate three 

events: the institution of the Eucharist, the last Supper; the 
institution of the ordained priesthood; and the call to service 

of every Christian. During the Mass, we will wash the feet of 

some selected persons from our very diverse parish. The  

presider will wash the feet of the first four volunteers. Each 

volunteer will wash the feet of another volunteer. The      

invitation to serve is for all Christians. We are called to each 

otherôs feet and seek to serve rather than being served.  On 

Good Friday, we recall the suffering and death of Jesus on 

the cross. We venerate the cross, the symbol of our victory 

and salvation. On the Easter Vigil, we celebrate that holiest 

of all nights when our Lord rose again from the dead. On this 

night, we welcome new members into the church in the     

sacraments of initiation.  
 

May our participation in these celebrations increase our faith 

in God and our love for one another as Jesus loved us. Have 

a wonderful Holy Week!!
