Weekly Message  

óCOME TO MEé AND I WILL GIVE 

YOU RESTô; WE ALL NEED              

VACATION!  

 

Everyone looks forward to vacation.     

Everyone desires rest. This is vacation   

season and many families are already on it. 

Fr. Felix just came back from his, and I am 

hoping to have mine too. I remember    

asking our St. Mary Magdalene School 

children at Mass what was exciting about vacation. I got       

answers like: ñNo more home workò, ñSleeping in till noonò, 

ñVisiting familyò, ñDoing what I like to doò, ñTravellingò,  

ñMore Partyingò, ñGoing Campingò, etc. Yes, vacation is a time 

to try something different. It is a time to go out of the regular 

program. It is a time of adventure. Vacation is always exciting, 

relaxing and renewing. 

We need vacation because life can be stressful. Without proper 

rest we can easily be worn out by the monotony and demands of 

our work. We can be overwhelmed by the intensity of our     

responsibilities. Some people are weighed down by the burdens 

and worries of life, the weaknesses of the body, sicknesses,  

betrayals, broken relationships, misunderstandings in families, 

lack of a good job, etc. Spiritually many are struggling so hard 

to overcome sin and bad habits. This can lead to stress, anxiety, 

and even depression, if not properly handled.  Like our cell 

phones and computers, the human mind needs some kind of 

rebooting (switching off and on), or else it freezes or can even 

crash. Vacation is a time to rest and clear up the mind so that we 

can be refreshed and renewed to carry on with the demands of 

life. 

Jesus invites us to some kind of vacation with Him because He 

knows we need it. He beckons to us: ñCome to me all you who 

labor and are burdened and I will give you rest.ò Jesus gently 

and lovingly invites us to Himself. Like a loving father or  

mother who beckons on the child, with open arms, for a        

refreshing warm hug after a rough day. Jesus understands     

exactly how we feel. If we do not go to Jesus when we labor and 

are burdened with lifeôs problems, to whom or to what do we 

go? If we do not look for answers to our problems in Jesus we 

may not find them elsewhere. We need God. A life without God 

or a life of sin never brings happiness because sin is a yoke that 

is heavy and painful. Sin is stressful. This is why St Paul ad-

monishes us today to not be debtors to the desires of the flesh 

but to live by the Spirit. 

What do you do to rest? Watching TV, drinking and partying, 

seeing a movie, sleeping, reading novels, having a good time 

with family or friends, etc are all good ways of relaxing. They 

provide some immediate comfort and peace. However, at times 

they donôt really provide the desired rest and lasting peace. At 

other times they even complicate life and add to the stress. 

Some TV programs and news may even fill your mind with 

stressful and ungodly thoughts. This is why we need to get God 

involved. When you want true rest, go to the Lord in prayer. 

Jesus says, ñCome to meé and I will give you rest.ò  

In our second reading we heard, ñYour interests are not in the 

unspiritual, but in the spiritual, since the Spirit of God has made 

his home in you.ò We all need to include some spiritual activity 

in our vacations. As our bodies need rest; so does our 

spirit and soul.  St. Paul tells us today that we are not 

(just) in the flesh but we are in the spirit. The spirit of God 

dwells in us. This spirit gives us life. We need to nourish our 

spirit by giving it some time to rejuvenate. The spirit needs a 

resting and reflective time to be renewed. As we go on vacation 

to give a resting time to our bodies let us not forget that we are 

also called to live in the spirit.  

The prophecy of Zechariah in our first reading today gives hope 

to the children of Israel during the time of the restoration of the 

temple in Jerusalem. God relates and speaks to the children of 

Israel like a father to a daughter.  He tells them to rejoice    

heartily and shout for joy because they will have a loving and 

humble king who rides on a donkey. This was fulfilled in Jesus. 

Christ tells us in todayôs gospel ñI am gentle and lowly of 

heartò. Zechariah said, ñHe shall proclaim peace to the na-

tions.ò (Zech 9:10) Yes, Jesus proclaims peace to us. He has 

come so that we may have life and have it more abundantly 

(John 10:10). If we do not spend time with Jesus how can we 

enjoy His life and peace? Jesus invites us ñCome to meò, ñLearn 

from meò and you will find rest for your souls. Let us come to 

Jesus here in the Eucharist. We need to make this movement 

towards Him. We need to answer to His invitation. He sits there 

waiting for us in the Church. He awaits us in the chapel of    

Adoration. He is always looking out for us because He wants to 

give us rest and peace. 

During this vacation season it will be good to think of and     

include some spiritual experiences into your calendar. We canôt 

afford to take vacation from God. It is too risky a thing to do. 

Rather we need to take vacation with and in God. Some people 

miss Sunday Masses because they are on vacation. They feel 

God should be out of the fun. They forget that God is the author 

of vacation. After doing the work of creation, he rested on the 

seventh day. If we truly desire wholesome rest we need to go to 

God because He knows how best to calm our nerves. There are 

Catholic Churches all over the world. No matter where we find 

ourselves on vacation, let us not only ógoogleô the best          

restaurants and fun places near us, let us also consciously search 

for the nearby Catholic Church. Sunday is a day of rest, and the 

best way to enjoy that rest is to go to Jesus who is ever waiting 

to give us rest. 

More so, there are many centers that we can go as a family and 

have a day or two of some beautiful and prayerful experiences. I 

am glad some of our youth in the parish will be going to the 

Archdiocesan Youth Conference (AYC) this month. It is always 

an inspiring time for young people all over the Archdiocese 

coming together to pray, share their faith, celebrate the          

sacraments, have great fun and good food together. There are 

also renewing and relaxing programs for the Young Adults in 

the Archdiocese. Here in the northern part of the Archdiocese, 

we will have the óCaf® Catholicaô at Sts. Simon and Jude     

Catholic Church, with the theme ñBe Not Afraidò.

Weekly Announcements  
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Mass Request Guidelines  

 

 

It is a beautiful practice of the Catholic Church for the faithful to request Masses to be     

offered for a   specific intention. Canon Law 946 says òThe Christian faithful who give an 

offering to apply the Mass for their intention contribute to the good of the Church and by 

that offering share its concern to support its ministers and works.ò  
 

The practice of requesting a Mass has become so popular that in our parish, the Mass intentions schedule 

fills up quickly. We receive more Mass requests than we have Masses celebrated in a year. Because of 

this the administration finds it necessary to set guidelines to allow more parishioners to request Masses.  
 

1. When can I make the requests? 

     The parish office is accepting Mass requests for 2017. Requests will be received in a first-come,           

first-served basis. Requests for the year 2018 will be open to parishioners beginning on July 1, 2017.  
 

 

2. Is there a limit to the number of requests?  

    You may request for up to *fifteen Masses per household per year. Please make your request at the parish 

office. You may also request for up to *fifteen Masses in behalf of another family who is not able to 

come.  
 

 

3. What happens to the Mass intentions? 

     The intentions are mentioned during the General Intercessions of the Mass and are added to the weekly 

bulletin. Although it is good for the priest to mention the name of the person for whom the Mass is      

offered, there are no universal laws that require the priest to mention the intention out loud.  
 

 

4. How many names can I add to one Mass intention? 

    Most priests mention an intention as either special intentions (living) or for the repose of the soul of a 

(deceased) person. For this reason, one person per intention is ideal. We ask that you write only the first 

and last name for each intention.  
 

 

What if the intention is for a married couple?                                                                                               
You may offer a Mass intention for a married couple provided they are either both living or both          

deceased.  

 

 

What if the intention is for several deceased members of the family?                                                          
You may offer a Mass for this intention. However, due to space limitations, the office may not be able to 

accommodate all the names in the space provided for one Mass intention. In this case, the office may 

write only the last name so that it will reflect in the bulletin and the General Intercessions sheet as 

ñ+deceased members of the (last name) family+.ò  

 

 

5. Thank you for your offering of $5.00 per Mass request.  

*The religious order of the Missionary Society of St. Paul accepts Mass requests to be said by their priests in 

foreign missions. If desired, you may make your request through the parish office. We will send your     

request to the MSP Mission Development Office along with your check written to the Missionary Society 

of St. Paul. Please note ñMass intentionò on your check.
