Our God of Gentleness  

Among the Jews, the mountain is a place of encounter 

with God. Abraham encountered God on the Mountain, 

there he made an offering to God (Gen. 22.14); Moses 

received the Law on Mount Sinai (Ex. 19&20); last     

Sunday we read about the transfiguration of Jesus on 

Mount Tabor (Matthew 17:1-9). In todayôs first reading, 

we read about an encounter that God had with Elijah on 

Mount Horeb (1 Kings 19).   
 

Earlier on, Elijah had challenged the prophets of Baal to a 

contest on Mount Carmel during which he petitioned God 

to send fire as a sign of his presence to consume the     

sacrifice. God sent down fire to the dismay of the prophets 

of Baal. The false prophets were killed after the contest 

which provoked the anger of Queen Jezebel who      

threatened to kill Elijah. Faced with this, Elijah ran away. 

He walked forty days and forty nights until he got to the 

mountain where he had an extraordinary encounter with 

God as we read in the first reading. There came a          

hurricane, then earthquake and then fire but God was not 

in any of them. God, who had years before revealed his 

presence to Moses on the same mountain in the          

earthquake and fire, did not do so this time with Elijah. 

God came in a gentle breeze, what the Revised Standard 

Version translates as ñstill small voice.ò   
 

Elijah was very observant. He recognized the presence of 

God in the tiny whispering sound. How often has God 

passed by unnoticed, in the tiny whispering sound and 

seemingly insignificant events of our lives?  Many times 

we seek God in the spectacular events and miracles so 

much so that we fail to recognize him when he comes to 

us in the gentleness of the breeze, the soothing comfort of 

a neighborôs word, the secret thoughts of our hearts and 

our consciences. 
 

In the gospel, Jesus went up to the mountain to pray. He 

went up to seek the face of God, to draw strength from 

Him. Meanwhile, the disciples felt the absence of Jesus as 

their boat was being tossed about by the wind. They   

needed Jesus to calm the wave. He came walking on the 

sea and he calmed the wave for them. At the invitation of 

Jesus, Peter walked on the sea but when he began to doubt 

and focus on himself, he sank. At various times in our 

lives, we express doubts as Peter did today. Of course this 

happens most especially when we are going through some 

turbulence of life, when the waves of life begin to toss us 

back and forth. How happy (blessed) shall we be when we 

know where to go and who to call! As we call on Jesus he 

will stretch out his hands and save us and calm our      

troubled waters.  He is truly the Son of God! 
 

A new school year begins: I am excited to welcome our 

returning and new students, teachers, staff and parents 

back to Mary Magdalene Catholic School as we begin a 

new school year on Tuesday, August 15. Our school exists 

as a ministry of our parish to foster the holistic growth of 

our children and help them develop their God-given     

intellect in an environment that foster respect, gratitude 

and faith in Catholic traditions. I will be at the school   

entrance welcoming students back to school on Tuesday. 

Our teachers and staff are ready to work with our students 

and help each one of them to achieve greater excellence 

this year. I look forward to seeing the students in the 

classrooms, the church, the walkway, the playgrounds and 

other areas of interactions. As we begin the year on the 

feast of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary to 

heaven, we commend our school year to the maternal    

protection of our Blessed Mother and ask her to watch 

over us throughout the year.

This dogma promulgated in 1950 states 

that the Virgin Mary ñhaving completed the course of her 

earthly life, was assumed body and soul into heavenly  

glory.ò  
 

Praying the Rosary before Mass on Sundays: St. Pope 

John Paul II in his apostolic exhortation on the rosary 

said: ñTo recite the Rosary is nothing other than to       

contemplate with Mary the face of Christ.ò The Rosary is 

an echo of the prayer of Mary, her perennial Magnificat 

for the work of the redemptive incarnation which began in 

her virginal womb. Our parish already have the tradition 

of praying the rosary before the weekday Masses. Today, 

our parish begins the practice of praying the rosary before 

the 11AM Sunday Masses. To give everyone time to   

contemplate well, we will begin on Sundays at 10:30AM 

in the church. It will be a great way to recollect our 

thoughts and minds as we prepare for 

the celebration of the Eucharist. 

Through this devotion, we commend 

our parishioners and the world to the 

maternal care of Mary our Mother and 

ask her to make us all holy and say 

óYesô to God as she did.
