Pastorôs Weekly Message 

  

34th Sunday of the year: Feast of Christ the King,   

November 26, 2017 
 

On this last Sunday of the liturgical year, we celebrate the 

feast of Christ the King of the Universe. In celebrating this 

feast, we proclaim Christ as the one to whom we owe the 

greatest allegiance. Our readings draw our attention to the 

eschatological realities. They remind us of the last things: 

Death, Judgment, Heaven and Hell. We all know that some 

day we will die and after that we will be judged. While we are 

alive, we have the opportunity to make choices that will lead 

us into one of two eternities ï heaven or hell. 
 

In the gospel reading from Matthew 25: 31-46, Jesus gave us 

the recipe for heaven or hell. It is not complicated to get to 

heaven. All that is required is for us to choose to care about 

others. To care about the man or woman who must go hungry 

because there is no food to eat; to care about the one who 

must go naked because there are no clothes to wear, and to 

assist them in whatever way we can. We are called to look 

beyond ourselves and see Christ in the stranger and the      

vulnerable among us. Helping these ordinary people is what 

Jesus will count as ingredients for our salvation. ñAmen, I say 

to you, whatever you did for one of the least brothers (and 

sisters) of mine, you did for me.ò  
 

Those who were cursed and condemned to eternal fire of hell 

also had the opportunity to help the needy but they chose not 

to help. Their excuse was that they did not know Christ was in 

the needy! ñLord, when did we see you hungryé,ò they 

asked. Maybe they would have fed the hungry if only they 

knew he/she was the Lord. They forgot that the imprint of 

God is in every personôs face.  
 

St. Martin of Tours whose feast was celebrated on November 

11 was a Christian and a Roman soldier. It was said that he 

was once approached by a beggar for assistance on a cold  

winter morning. Since he did not have money to give the   

beggar or another coat, he cut his soldierôs coat into two and 

handed half of it to the beggar. Later that night, Martin had a 

dream where he saw Jesus wearing half of a Roman soldierôs 

coat with the angels rejoicing. One of the angels asked why 

Jesus was dressed that way and where he got the cloth. Jesus 

replied that Martin gave it to him! Whatever we do to the least 

of Christôs brothers and sisters, we do for him. Jesus Christ 

whose kingship we celebrate today is among us in the weak, 

the poor, the suffering and the abandoned of the society. To 

celebrate his kingship with him in heaven, we have to begin 

here on earth associating with him in the lowly.  
 

Growing up in my home country, Nigeria, the Feast of Christ 

the King is associated with the procession of Corpus Christi. I 

always thought the feast of Christ the King goes with this     

procession worldwide until I entered the seminary and got to 

know that it was a particular arrangement by the Nigerian   

Bishops to move the procession of Corpus Christi to the end 

of November. The reason being that it rains most days in June 

when we celebrate Corpus Christi thereby not permitting      

outdoor processions while the end of November is perfect 

for the procession. Todayôs celebration is the culmination of 

the liturgical year of the church and it is big in Nigeria. The       

procession goes round the whole town. Pagans, Moslems,  

Christians of other denominations and lapsed Catholics all   

witness this solemn profession of faith as faithful Catholics 

beat drums, sing, dance and pray with the Eucharistic Jesus in 

the procession. It is a huge way of evangelization.  
 

The Mass as the Prayer Par Excellence:  

As we end the liturgical year this week and look forward to a 

new liturgical year beginning with Advent, let us renew our 

commitment to our faith. We are invited to focus on the   

beauty of our coming together as a family of Godôs people 

especially in the Mass. In his General Audience of November 

15, 2017 at St. Peterôs Square, Pope Francis called the Mass 

ñthe prayer par excellence.ò He said the Mass is ñthe highest, 

the most sublime and, at the same time, the most óconcrete.ô In 

fact, itôs the encounter of love with God through His Word 

and the Body and Blood of Jesus. Itôs an encounter with the 

Lord.ò The Holy Father reminded everyone that prayer is 

ñfirst of all dialogue, personal relationship with God.ò  He 

noted that man ñwas created as being in personal relationship 

with God, who finds his fulfilment only in the encounter with 

his Creator.ò To make our experience of the Mass fruitful, the 

Pope recommended  arriving at Mass a few minutes early to 

spend time in silence with God ï not chat with others in 

Church ï and prepare for the dialogue that follows. ñWe are 

not going to a show; we are going to an encounter with the 

Lord, and silence prepares us and accompanies us,ò he said. 

ñWe remain in silence together with Jesus. And from Godôs 

mysterious silence gushes His Word, which resounds in our 

heart.ò The Pope cited two requirements for the encounter of 

the prayer of Mass to be effective.  First, it is to be humble, 

ñto recognize ourselves children, to rest in the Father, to trust 

Him.ò Second, ñwhich is also proper to children, is to let   

oneself be surprised,ò Francis pointed out. ñIn truth, the Lord 

surprises us by showing us that He loves us also in our    

weaknesses.ò 

 

We pray that Christ will be the center and 

King of our hearts. Sacred Heart of Jesus, 

Your Kingdom come!!
