Loving isn't too difficult, right? Many of us are surrounded by kind, lovely people trying to do the right thing. Indeed, to "love ?
your neighbor as yourself" seems like it should be easy enough. Treat people like you would like to be treated. Bring the new neigh-
bors some baked goods (normal and gluten-free, just in case). Chat with the bank teller about his holiday weekend. Write an occa-
sional card to your sister "just because." There were probably varieties of these acts of kindness in Jesus' day. Perhaps substituting
figs for cookies. But "exchange pleasantries with the traveling cloth merchant" isn't the example Jesus gives.

"A man fell victim to robbers... they stripped him and beat him and went off leaving him half-dead." The righteous pass by the
scene of the dying man. The hero of the story is the one on the margins of Jewish society, who perhaps would not have been wel-
comed, in other circumstances, by the man now in the ditch. His neighborly love causes him to halt his journey, to tend wounds, and
to pay for the man's care out of his own savings. Are we interruptible? Are we attentive to the hurts of others? Are we generous with
our money and possessions?

Another term for the Sacrament of Confession is the
Sacrament of Reconciliation. We go to this sacrament
not only to confess our sins, but to be reconciled with
God. Of course, this begs the question, “If I can pray to
God on my own, why can’t I be reconciled to God on my
own?” In the seven sacraments, we recognize the im-
portance of community. Sacraments like Baptism or Mat-
rimony happen in the context of the wider church to re-
mind us of the communal impact of our lives. We are not
alone in our walk of faith!

We don’t need to confess our sins in front of the whole
community -- thank God! But going to the Sacrament of
Reconciliation is a tangible reminder that our sins affect
not only ourselves and our relationship with God, but oth-
ers as well. Jesus gave His Apostles authority to forgive
sins in His name. Through this sacrament, we are really,
truly forgiven by God Himself. We receive an outpouring
of grace and strength to sin no more and our relationship
with Christ and His Body, the Church, are restored.
