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On Sunday’s Readings

Seven of us were driving through
Michigan, caravanning in two
Accords, and we were about halfway
into the first leg of a road trip from
Colorado to Maine. As we passed
through Lansing pursuing I-69
northeast to Port Huron and into
Canada, [ had a moment of dyslexia
while busy talking with my son and his
wife. As I circled north on the bypass I
saw the exit to [-96 and proceeded
happily on my way. It was some time
later when the occupants of the other
car called us on the cell phone asking
if we were on the right road. As we
pulled over to talk about it we realized
that we were seeing Lake Michigan on
the horizon, not Lake Huron and the
entrance point to Canada. In blissful
ignorance I had led us to pursue the
wrong direction. [ meant well, and
enjoyed the journey but nevertheless
ended up in a place other than where |
wanted to be. All along the highway
there were signs telling me we were on
1-96, not on 1-69 but I ignored them.
This week’s Gospel Reading is a clear
call to turn aside and make sure that
the direction we are pursuing in life is
the one we intend. As babies we are
born pretty content and free from
anxiety, but as we mature from
childhood and become adults our
contentment is replaced by wants and
desires which have been shaped by our
environment, our upbringing, and our
own natural inclinations. We develop
desires, and focus on fulfilling those
desires, and to various degrees we
allow anxiety to creep into our lives. In
this Matthew 6 passage Jesus points
out that anxiety about life is like a road
sign letting us know we are heading in
the wrong direction. We ignore this
warning sign to our own detriment.
Jesus does not say that things in life
like food and clothing are totally
unimportant, or that we are not to work
and provide well for ourselves and our
family. What he does say is that when
we find ourselves becoming anxious
about some of these things we desire,
that it is an indication that our
priorities are out of whack. He implies

that though it might be natural for
someone who is not a child of God to let
these things become dominant in their
life, for a child of God it isn’t natural
and should not be our focus. Rather the
thing that makes us different is that we
have a relationship with God the Father
which should be comforting, assuring,
and purpose-full to us. Jesus challenges
us to “Seek first his kingdom and his
righteousness.” The word “seek” has a
little bit of difference in meaning in
verse 33 than it does in verse 32. In
verse 32 it means that the Gentiles
“desire” all the things he has mentioned,
but in verse 33 he advises us to not
simply desire but to “diligently pursue
and inquire after” something different,
i.e., God’s kingdom and God’s
righteousness. Another way of saying it,
is to strive to allow God’s rule and reign
in our life. God’s kingdom, “thy will be
done,” provides the purpose and
direction we need to refine and shape
our desires so that they are not simply
focused on the here and now, and the
desires of the material world, but on
spiritual reality and those things which
are eternal. God’s righteousness, as our
desires are reshaped into his holy
purposes, then become a little piece of
heaven on earth as his wisdom,
righteousness, and justice are manifest
in and through us to others. Life has its
trying moments, and there are a lot of
normal daily things which we need to be
responsible for so that life can be a little
easier. But what a shame it is when a
Christian awakens to realize that
although he has been traveling along in
blissful ignorance, and maybe even with
good intentions, that he has ignored the
clear signs and guidelines which God
has provided through Holy Scripture and
Holy Church, only to find that he wasted
a good chunk of his life heading in the
wrong direction. “Seek first his kingdom
and his righteousness, and all these
[other] things will be yours as well.”
