This may strike you as an odd question, but across the 
span of history the Catholic Church has been all three. 
The Church is referred to as She in the context of being 
the Bride of Christ, the Bridegroom. This spousal way 
of referring to the church traces its roots to the time of 
the apostles (Ephesian 5:25-27).  Insofar as the church 
also clearly possesses an institutional dimension, the 
pronoun It is both a common and appropriate 
designation as well. But though we may properly refer 
to the church as a She or an It, in more recent times we 
more commonly speak of the church as the People of 
God, as in We, The People. This designation was 
popularized by the teachings of the Second Vatican 
Council back in the 1960’s. Prior to that time the term 
church was invariably invoked when speaking of the 
teachings and pronouncements of its bishops. As the 
successors of Peter and the Apostles, the pope and all 
the bishops along with him enjoy a privileged role in 
teaching, sanctifying, and leading the Christian faithful. 
But if all the baptized, not just the ordained, are the 
members of Christ’s Body, the church, then the fact that 
We Are The Church will shape and influence how We 
think, pray, and act as followers of Jesus Christ.  
 
The spousal language of Ephesians certainly implies 
that we are participants in a Covenant Relationship that 
calls us to be faithful to Christ’s teachings and promises 
throughout our lives. We are empowered to believe that 
Christ will be faithful to us and remain with us always. 
He is depending on Us and We on Him. 
 
If we think of the church mainly in terms of its ordained 
leaders, then we are likely to be passive, awaiting 
directions and instructions. But if as members of 
Christ’s body, We truly are the church then we have an 
active role to play alongside bishops, priests, and 
deacons in announcing to others through the witness 
of our lives the Good News of Jesus Christ. And what 
is that? God’s beloved son suffered and died for our 
sins, he was crucified, died, and was buried. And He 
rose again and is still living among us through the 
power of the Holy Spirit. Jesus Christ is still teaching, 
healing, and walking along with us as we head for the 
narrow road which leads to the fullness of his kingdom 
where there is no more dying, no more pain, and no 
more crying out. Let’s embrace being the Church!

Fetus or Child? 
 

The photo of the small dead "fetus" within a murdered 
mother, published by an Italian newspaper has made quite 
an impression in that country. It is usually not politically 
correct to publish such a photo, but the impact has been 
significant simply because the reality of abortion was clearly 
shown: that a so-called fetus is nothing other than a child 
that has not yet enjoyed the exterior air.  
 

Whoever has studied anatomy and biology, whoever is an 
expert in human physiology; know very well that there is no 
material difference between the fetus and the newborn.  
 

Therefore, why on earth is it heinous to kill a newborn but 
not to kill a fetus? Unless one believes that the filling of the 
lungs with air has a "magic" effect, capable of transforming 
the DNA or the individual's conscience!  
 

It is noteworthy that a child who is aborted is referred to as 
a fetus, but children that come forth prematurely from the 
maternal womb are called "premature children".  
 

Even more disturbing, it appears that the line between late 
abortion and active euthanasia is becoming increasingly 
blurred. For example, The British Royal College of 
Obstetricians recently asked that doctors be allowed to let 
seriously disabled newborns die.  
 

We need to pray for all abortionists, but also some doctors 
who might be tempted to consider their patients as "non-
persons" and might become arbitrary executioners of a 
death sentence, rather than protectors of life.
