Our popular and secular culture permits us to wish each 
other a “Happy Easter” on Easter Sunday and maybe a 
day or two after or before. We shouldn’t be surprised 
because this same culture is much more accustomed to 
associating Easter with bunnies and eggs and all things 
chocolate than to the resurrection of Jesus from the dead.  
 

For many centuries, during which a Christian culture was 
still thriving, people greeted each other throughout the 50 
day Easter Season with this exchange: Christ is Risen! 
He is Truly Risen! For the last twenty years at St. 
Andrew’s we are able to observe this custom but mostly 
when we are gathered for Mass. What do you suppose it 
is that holds us back from talking more openly about 
Christ’s resurrection wherever we are during the long 
Easter season? Could it be that our belief in the bodily 
resurrection of Jesus just isn’t very strong? Or maybe we 
think it would be regarded as fanatical to express our faith 
in the rising of Jesus beyond Easter Sunday? There’s at 
least one more possibility: We believe that Jesus actually 
rose from the dead, but we’re not very clear about what 
that means for our life in the world today. 
 

I believe these are questions worth pondering as we 
enter the 50 day long Easter season which this year 
stretches into early June. I also believe, with St. Paul, that 
if Jesus has not risen from the dead then we are among 
the most foolish and pitiable of all people. For faithful 
followers of Christ, the resurrection is the ultimate proof 
that Jesus is far more than some very good human being. 
St. Paul and all the other apostles, St. Francis and all the 
other saints who sought to please God throughout the 
ages were all very good human beings, but none of them 
has yet to rise from the dead. But every single one of 
them died with the hope of rising again when Christ 
returns at the end of time. My deepest desire is to “fall 
asleep” with that same hope. If that’s your desire as well 
then let’s continue to build a community of faith at St. 
Andrew’s in which all are welcome to become true and 
loving friends with each other, with Christ, and with all his 
brothers and sisters so that we can become holy even as 
God is holy. There are lots of lonely and isolated people 
out there who don’t know what to believe anymore. Let’s 
seek the grace of the Risen Christ to boldly carry his 
Good News to others. With that grace, maybe we won’t 
feel funny or embarrassed to greet people throughout the 
Easter Season with:  
 

Christ is Risen!
