There will be a full presentation about the proposed capital 
campaign and an opportunity to have your questions answered and your opinions 
heard. The schedule is as follows: Monday, February 11 at Most Holy Trinity Church 
(2 pm) and at St. Margaret Church (6:30 pm); Tuesday, February 19 at St. Joseph 
Church Hall (6:30 pm); Monday, February 25 at St. Philip Church (6:30 pm). I look 
forward to seeing you at these meetings. (2) As we did four years ago, parishioners 
will be invited once again to participate in a survey seeking information about your 
spiritual growth and how the parish can support you. The survey begins on and 
can be accessed at www.disciplemakerindex.com from March 2nd to April 1, 2019. 
You can go directly to the link from home or go to our website homepage which will 
lead you to the link as well. Those who have email in our Parish system will be mailed 
the link too! If we do not yet have your email address, you can send it to us at 
GoodShepherd@PortlandDiocese.org. All responses are confidential. We also will 
print the online survey address in the bulletin and make available printed copies of the 
survey in French and English for parishioners who prefer ñhard copiesò. The survey 
is for all ages, beginning with those sixteen years of age. By the way, in the bulletin 
insert about this matter several weeks ago, I made a mistake by noting we had ñover 
5,000 parishioners.ò In fact, at last count, our parish had just over 5,100 registered 
households made up of some 13,400 individuals. (3) Kindly pray for the repose of 
the soul of Fr. Bertrand Poussard, age 77, who died on January 23. Among his 
assignments after ordination for the Diocese of Portland in 1967, he served as associate 
pastor at St. Joseph Church, Biddeford (1980-81), and as temporary administrator of 
St. Philip Church in Lyman (1985). Retired in his 60ôs because of serious health 
concerns, he was a gentle & uncomplaining person, even as he responded to the needs 
of other patients in the nursing home, celebrating Mass and the other sacraments for 
his fellow patients as long as he was able. His funeral Mass was celebrated at Holy 
Family Church, Lewiston, on February 1. May his soul and the souls of all the faithful 
departed through the mercy of God rest in peace. (4) Among our parish priorities is a 
commitment to promoting vocations that build up the Church, including sacramental 
marriage, consecrated life and priesthood. To this end, we have begun a revised 
marriage preparation and several marriage enrichment programs. In addition, high 
school aged boys meet regularly in Saco to discern a priesthood vocation while young 
women gather at St. Joseph Convent in Biddeford to reflect on religious life. This 
weekend, as we observe World Marriage Day, a married (or soon-to-be married) 
couple will speak briefly at each Mass to reflect on how important the Sacrament of 
Matrimony is in their lives. This is a way I hope to strengthen the understanding of and 
appreciation for the Sacrament of Matrimony among our younger parishioners. Priests 
will impart a blessing of married couples at the conclusion of the Prayer of the Faithful. 
(5) A possible ñJoy in Actionò for this week based on Pope Francisô apostolic exhorta-
tion on the joy of the family, Amorus Laetitia: Give the gift of words this Valentineôs 
Day by sharing with your spouse why you love him/her. (6) Thank You of the Week: 
To those parishioners who accepted my invitation to be interviewed by a representa-
tive of Greater Mission as part of a capital campaign feasibility study. Thank you!
