Many people assume Jesus was upset with Peter’s bumbling in  

today’s Gospel.  And right after Peter said Jesus was the Christ!  We 

cannot, however, deduce that Jesus was angry because he call Peter 

“Satan” as no Gospel account states what Jesus felt.  Indeed, in  

Hebrew, the word Satan also means adversary or opponent.  If Jesus’ 

emotion here were key, wouldn’t the gospel writers have emphasized 

them? 

 

I believe today's Gospel has Jesus trying to take advantage of a 

“teachable moment” rather than to express anger. 

 

Specifically, when addressing Peter and then again with the crowd, 

Jesus states that if we want to follow him, we must get behind him.  

Not in front.  Not initiating, not leading the way.  If we want to lead 

the way, especially by trying to avoid suffering, then we are actually 

opposing Jesus, being his adversary, not his follower. 

 

We Americans pick and choose who, what, where when and how 

long we will follow anyone or anything.  So…..where is Jesus asking 

you to “opiso mou,” to get behind him, to follow instead of lead?  

Will you choose to listen?  Or will you oppose him, be his adversary..
