FROM POPE FRANCIS  

Pope at Mass: ôServe others freely, as God freely loves youõ 

 
In his homily at Mass in the Casa Santa Marta, Pope Francis reminds us that our relationship with 
God is completely gratuitous and requires only that we open our hearts to His grace.  
 
òGive freely that which you have received freely,ó Pope Francis said at Mass on Tuesday morning. 
Focusing his remarks on the Christianõs relationship with God, the Pope noted that we are called to 
serve and love our brothers and sisters in the same way that God has done with us. 
 
Vocation to serve, not to make use of others  
Taking his cue from the dayõs Gospel (Mt 10:7-13) in which Jesus commissions the disciples to go 
out on mission, Pope Francis said Christians cannot remain stationary, since our way of life impels 
us to òhit the road, alwaysó. He said Jesus has already given us our mission: òAs you go, make this 
proclamation: 'The kingdom of heaven is at hand.' Cure the sick, raise the dead, cleanse lepers, 
drive out demons.ó 
 
òChristian life is for service. It saddens us to find Christians who at the beginning of their conver-
sion, or awareness of being Christian, serve and are open to serve the people of God, but who later 
end up making use of the people of God. This causes much harm to Godõs people. Our vocation is 
to ôserveõ, not to ômake use ofõ.ó 
 
Expand our hearts  
Christian life, said Pope Francis, is lived gratuitously. òWithout cost you have received; without 
cost you are to give,ó he said, was how Jesus described the core of salvation. He said salvation can-
not be bought, because God òsaves us free of chargeó and òrequires no paymentó. As God has done 
with us, so we are to do with others, he said. 
 
òRealize that the Lord is full of gifts for us. He asks just one thing: that our hearts be open. When we 
say ôOur Fatherõ and we pray, we open our heart, allowing this gratuitousness to enter. Often when 
we need some spiritual grace, we say: ôWell, now I will fast, do penance, pray a novenaéõ Fine, but 
be careful: this is not done to ôpayõ or ôbuyõ grace. We do it to open our hearts so that grace might 
enter. Grace is freely given.ó 
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All Godõs gifts, said Pope Francis, are given without cost. And he warned that sometimes òthe heart 
folds in on itself and remains closedó, and it is no longer able to receive òsuch freely given loveó. 
We should not bargain with God, he said.  
 
Freely give  
Pope Francis then invited Christians, and especially pastors and bishops, to give freely and not try 
to sell Godõs graces. òIt pains the heart,ó he said, when we see pastors òthat make money off of 
Godõs grace: ôI can help you, but it will cost this muchéõó 
 
òIn our spiritual life we always run the risk of slipping up on the question of payment, even when 
speaking with the Lord, as if we needed to bribe the Lord. No! That is not the correct pathé I make 
a promise, in order to expand my heart to receive what is already there, waiting for us free of 
charge. This relationship of gratuitousness with God is what will help us to have the same rapport 
with others, whether it be in Christian witness, Christian service, or the pastoral work of those who 
guide the people of God. We do so along the way. Christian life means walking. Preach and serve, 
but do not make use of others. Serve and give freely that which you have received freely. May our 
life of holiness be permeated by this openness of heart, so that the gratuitousness of God ð the graces 
that He wishes to give us without cost ð may enter our hearts.ó

The feast of St. Benedict is July 11 
  

ñWhen we wish to suggest our wants to persons of high 
station, we do not presume to do so except with humility 
and reverence. How much the more, then, are complete 
humility and pure devotion necessary in supplication of 
the Lord who is God of the universe! And let us be as-
sured that it is not in saying a great deal that we shall be 
heard (Matt 6:7), but in purity of heart and in tears of 
compunction.ò ðSt. Benedict, The Rule of Benedict, 
Chapter 20, ñReverence in Prayerò 
  
ñThe rabbis taught: ñThe first time a thing occurs in na-
ture, it is called a miracle; later it becomes natural, and 
no attention is paid to it. Let your worship and your pray-
er be a fresh miracle every day to you. Only such wor-
ship, performed from the heart, with enthusiasm, is ac-
ceptable.ò The function of prayer is not to establish a 
routine; it is to establish a relationship with the God who 
is in relationship with us always. The function of times of 
prayer, then, is not to have us say prayers; it is to ena-
ble our lives to become a prayer outside of prayer, to 
become ñpure of heart,ò one with God, centered in the 
truth that is Truth and the power that is Power and the 
love that is Love.ò ðexcerpted from The Rule of Bene-
dict: Insight for the Ages, by Sr. Joan Chittister, O.S.B.

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Saint of the Week: Elizabeth of Portugal, Wife,  
Mother and Religious, 1271-1336 

  

The daughter of Peter III, King of Aragon, Elizabeth was 
named for her great-aunt, Saint Elizabeth of Hungary. She 
was destined for a throne from birth, but her early upbringing 
taught her humility and a strong sense of charity. At the age 
of twelve, Elizabeth was married to Denis, King of Portugal. 
Denis was a good ruler, but a less-than-ideal husband. While 
he allowed Elizabeth complete freedom to carry out her chari-
table work and her devotion, he didnõt feel obliged to emulate 
her. 
  

Elizabeth rose early each morning to pray and had other regu-
lar devotions in the afternoon and evening. Like her name-
sake, Elizabeth felt called upon to take care of those less fortu-
nate than herself. She built hospitals and founded orphanages, 
and also ordered that pilgrims and poor strangers be provid-

ed with lodging and other necessities. In all of this, Elizabeth never neglected her official duties or 
the care of her family. 

  

When Denis became seriously ill in 1324, Elizabeth devoted all of her attention to caring for him. 
During his long illness, Denis repented the wanton life which he had led and died in 1325 in a state 
of grace. 
  

After the death of her husband, Elizabeth wished to retire to a convent for the Poor Clares which 
she had built. She was dissuaded from this, however, and instead undertook a simple life in a 
house near the convent as a member of the third order of Saint Francis. 
  

Elizabeth earned the title of òPeacemakeró because she frequently intervened between quarreling 
members of her family. In the royal milieu of the time, family quarrels often turned into wars. On 
two occasions, Elizabeth came between the forces of her husband and of her son. Two other times, 
she either averted war or intervened in disputes between rulers of Spanish kingdoms.  

  

In 1336, Elizabeth went to reconcile a quarrel between her son, Aphonsus IV, now the king of Por-
tugal, and her grandson, Alfonso XI, King of Castile. Upon reaching Estremoz on the border of 
Castile where her son and his forces were deployed, Elizabeth fell ill and died on July 4, 1336. An 
optional memorial honors her on that date.  
  
Elizabeth's message today: In our times, maintaining peace in oneõs family does not usually in-
volve averting a war. But peace among family members is no less importantñor no less difficult to 
achieveñthan it was in Elizabethõs time. 
  
Y Where do you stand in your family? Are you a peacemaker? The contentious one? What can 

you do to bring peace where there is dissension?

A reading from the Book of Deuteronomy 30:10 -14 

  

Moses said to the people: òIf only you would heed the voice of the LORD, your God, and keep his 
commandments and statutes that are written in this book of the law, when you return to the 
LORD, your God, with all your heart and all your soul.ó 

  

òFor this command that I enjoin on you today is not too mysterious and remote for you. It is not up 
in the sky, that you should say, ôWho will go up in the sky to get it for us and tell us of it, that we 
may carry it out?õ Nor is it across the sea, that you should say, ôWho will cross the sea to get it for 
us and tell us of it, that we may carry it out?õ No, it is something very near to you, already in your 
mouths and in your hearts; you have only to carry it out.ó 
  
A reading from the Letter of Saint Paul to the Colossians 1:15 -20 

  

Christ Jesus is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation. For in him were created 
all things in heaven and on earth, the visible and the invisible, whether thrones or dominions or 
principalities or powers; all things were created through him and for him. He is before all things, 
and in him all things hold together. He is the head of the body, the church. He is the beginning, the 
firstborn from the dead, that in all things he himself might be preeminent. For in him all the full-
ness was pleased to dwell, and through him to reconcile all things for him, making peace by the 
blood of his cross through him, whether those on earth or those in heaven. 
  
+ A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke 10:25 -37 

  

There was a scholar of the law who stood up to test him and said, òTeacher, what must I do to in-
herit eternal life?ó Jesus said to him, òWhat is written in the law? How do you read it?ó He said in 
reply, You shall love the Lord, your God, with all your heart, with all your being, with all your strength, 
and with all your mind, and your neighbor as yourself.ó He replied to him, òYou have answered cor-
rectly; do this and you will live.ó 

  

But because he wished to justify himself, he said to Jesus, òAnd who is my neighbor?ó Jesus re-
plied, òA man fell victim to robbers as he went down from Jerusalem to Jericho. They stripped and 
beat him and went off leaving him half -dead. A priest happened to be going down that road, but 
when he saw him, he passed by on the opposite side. Likewise a Levite came to the place, and 
when he saw him, he passed by on the opposite side. But a Samaritan traveler who came upon him 
was moved with compassion at the sight. He approached the victim, poured oil and wine over his 
wounds and bandaged them. Then he lifted him up on his own animal, took him to an inn, and 
cared for him. The next day he took out two silver coins and gave them to the innkeeper with the 
instruction, ôTake care of him. If you spend more than what I have given you, I shall repay you on 
my way back.õ Which of these three, in your opinion, was neighbor to the robbers' victim?ó He an-
swered, òThe one who treated him with mercy.ó Jesus said to him, òGo and do likewise.ó  
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
