 ñTake courage, it is I. Do not be afraid.ò - the words that Jesus says to the disciples as he 
walks on the water. To believe in God is to reach out to others. There are times when we perceive 
other peopleôs discouragement yet we shrug our shoulders. We hear of other peopleôs frustration yet 
we are reluctant to make their frustration our own. In the Gospel, Peter experiences discouragement, 
doubt and frustration. He demonstrates little faith yet Jesus stretches out his hand to save him. 
Peterôs renewed faith is not for him alone. In the Gospel of Matthew, Peter serves as the rock of the 
community, the church, thus affording solidity and strength to those who experience discourage-
ment, doubt and frustration. Peter has learned that to believe in God is to reach out to others. An 
example of this is a teacher who opts to use compassion and understanding to his/her students and 
not merely teaching academics proclaim the power of faith. The Eucharist challenges the faith of the 
community in terms of the needs of the community. The Eucharist teaches that to believe in God is, 
indeed, to reach out to others.
