                                                        SIMPLE IS JOYFUL! 
 

Jesus is telling us that anyone who works for God must not be preoccupied 
and busy with material things. Material things have a place in the preaching 
of a primarily spiritual message. They are used for the service of the king-
dom of God. They are means, not ends. Thus, a follower of Jesus trusts God 
alone and not money or wealth. The disciple relies on the providence of God 
and not on human connections.  
 
God never stops  giving us what we need in life. God will never cease to 
share with us what we really need for our salvation. As a fitting response, 
the disciple must be simple, even frugal. The lure of luxuries, comfort, and 
privileges should not blind us on the road to heaven. Furthermore, the gos-
pel opens to us the powerful message that we take heaven as our sole treas-
ure. God is the real reward. Jesus and His cross are crowns of glory. The 
earth is only a road to heaven.  
 
The last part of the gospel today is a friendly admonition of Jesus to the sev-
enty two (72) disciples. They were sent by Jesus and return overjoyed after 
experiencing success in performing miracles like exorcism. Jesus corrected 
the disciples by pointing out that the right reason for rejoicing lies in the 
hope of reaching heaven. The proper perspective counts, for doing miracles 
can sometimes blind some people to make them miss heaven by being arro-
gant and proud.  
 
Jesus is asking us, His followers, to be simple, and to be peaceful for the 
advancement of God's kingdom. Simplicity gives us serenity and makes our 
life a light that attracts people to God in Christ Jesus.
