                                                    WHAT'S IN A DREAM? 

 
I used to dream as a child. I used to believe in them.  As the song goes:  ñI 
have a dream, a song to sing, to help me cope with anything. If you see the 
wonder of a fairy tale, you can take the future even if you fail. I believe in 
angels, something good in everything I see. When I know the time is right 
for me, I'll cross the stream.  I have a dream!ò 
 
ñWhat shall I do?ò  This becomes a pivotal question that made sense and 
gave meaning to the servant's future life. The master in the parable com-
mends the dishonest steward for acting prudently. The greatest virtue Jesus 
praises in the steward is vision or dream. Knowing that he is about to be laid 
off from work, the steward asks himself: ñWhat shall I do?ò He tries to envi-
sion his future, and he doesn't see himself digging ditches or begging for 
alms. The steward has a vision of a better life, and he is enterprising enough 
to use all resources at his disposal to realize that vision. While still in power, 
he ensures a better future for himself by banking on a strong Eastern cultural 
value; debt of gratitude. He willingly sacrifices his commissions from the 
sale of oil and wheat, knowing that such sacrifice will bear fruit in a better 
relationship with the persons concerned in the near future. The steward does 
not allow the expediencies of the moment to dim his vision or dream of the 
future.  
 
What fires up people into the future is a vision or dream, not just plans and 
timetables. Do you have a vision or dream for yourself and your life? Have 
you surrendered your ability to dream to the hard realities of survival?
