        STAY WITH US!  
 
This is a very consoling gospel. Jesus walks incognito with the frustrated and dejected disciples. At the lowest 
moment of their lives, Jesus comes to them and makes their hearts burn once more as He explains the Scrip-
tures to them and reveals Himself at the breaking of the bread.  
 
Jesus is never absent from our lives. He walks with us especially at our lowest and darkest moments. St.Teresa 
of Calcutta experienced spiritual darkness for the greater part of 50 years. But all throughout, Jesus remained 
with her.  
 
Jesus comes to His disciples in the midst of their distress and confusion. He walks on the way with them, even 
if unrecognized. The Emmaus story is told by Luke to highlight the fact that Jesus is with us in the Eucharist, 
that is, where our hearts and minds are opened to the Scriptures, and where we recognize Him in the breaking 
of the bread. Yes, even today, in the Eucharist, Jesus walks with us though many times we walk with Him with 
indifference rather than with reverence and recognition. Saint Pope John Paul II commented beautifully on the 
Emmaus episode: "It is significant that the two disciples on the road to Emmaus, duly prepared by our Lord's 
words, recognized Him at table through the simple gesture of the 'breaking of the bread.' When minds are en-
lightened and hearts are enkindled, signs begin to 'speak'..."  
 
The Emmaus story in today's gospel, brings us three themes. First, Jesus "interprets" the Scriptures. The Scrip-
tures speak about Him and find fulfillment in Him. Second, the meal has the overtones of the Eucharist. We 
recognize the risen Jesus in the "breaking of the bread," the early Christian name for the Eucharist. Third, after 
recognizing Jesus in the Scriptures and in the Eucharist, the disciples are to go back and share their experience 
with the other disciples.  
 
Share your joy in having the Risen Lord in your life's journey. Walk in the dark believing that Jesus, the Light 
of the World, walks with you!
