The Sacrament of the Eucharist 

 
 In the reflection on the eighteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time we saw that while the ñbread of 
lifeò is found above all in the Eucharist, our hunger for the Lord can and should be satisfied in other 
ways as well, chief among them the study of the word of God as recorded in the Bible. Today Jesusô 
teaching turns vividly to the Eucharistic imagery of his flesh and blood, expressed in very strong 
terms in response to the doubts of his listeners. 
  
 Finally we come to the sixth chapter of Johnôs gospel and encounter a passage in which Jesus 
speaks in remarkably strong language about the reality and the sacramentality of his flesh which he 
will give to his followers to sustain them. The sacrament of the Eucharist makes present the reality of 
the risen and glorified Christðhis risen and glorified Body and Blood, together with his soul and di-
vinityðin a sacramental manner; that is, in a non-literal manner. We are consuming not physical flesh 
and blood but the risen, glorified Body and Blood of Christ, made present under the signs of bread and 
wine by the power of the Holy Spirit and the ministry of the priest. 
Both in hearing and keeping the word of the scriptures and in sharing in the glorified Body and Blood 
of Christ in the Eucharist let us all resolve to ñtaste and see the goodness of the Lordò and thus to be 
numbered among his faithful ones who are nourished by Christ in many ways and who make him pre-
sent in many ways in the midst of our modern world.
