Jesus Cures The Deaf and Those That Cannot Speak 
 
 

The First Reading (Isaiah 35:4-7) uses the image of the deaf person to show  
us what God would one day do for His people. The Israelites had  

shut their ears and no longer listened to the Lord. But one day God was to  
cure their deafness. By describing the healing, the Gospel (Mark 7:31-37)  
is saying that the Messianic times promised in the First Reading  

have arrived. 
 

Ears are now opened, and tongues loosened in order to announce the Gospel.  
The Second Reading (James 2:1-5) continues this theme, describing as  
it does a community deaf to the word of God and to the voice of the poor.
