We are called to abide in the Eucharistic Presence of our Lord
like the Saints and Angels do in Heaven, as they behold the
glory of God and sing His praise! The Saints and Angels wait
upon the Lord and do His Will in all things. Their presence
magnifies the Lord. They also intercede (for us) before the
Lord.

When we look upon the Sacred Host, we look at Jesus, the Son
of God. Do we see Him in all His glory and majesty? Do our
lips proclaim His praise?

The Psalm most beautifully
expresses the intimate relationship between God and the one
who worships Him in His holy Temple.

Such must be OUR love and total self-giving to Jesus, exposed
on the Altar, for our sake!

"O God, You are my God -- for You I long! For You my body
yearns; for You my soul thirsts, like a land parched, lifeless,
and without water. So I look to You in the Sanctuary to see
Your power and glory. For Your love is better than life; my lips
offer You worship! I will bless You as long as I live; I will lift
up my hands, calling on Your name. My soul shall savor the
rich banquet of praise, with joyous lips my mouth shall honor
You!"
