Father Fred writes… Do you have 

a favorite Saint? Do you ever ask a saint for his/
her intercession as you face some of the struggles 
in life? It’s nice to have our friends praying for us 
when we are in times of stress. The second     
reading this weekend reminds us that since we  
 are surrounded by a great cloud of  witnesses, let 
us rid ourselves of every burden and sin that 
clings to us and persevere in running the race 
that lies before us while keeping our eyes fixed on 
Jesus.  We profess our belief in the  communion 
of the saints in our creedal formulas. But does 
this profession of belief merely remain at that 
“head level” or do we take this belief to heart? 
Because we are surrounded by the saints we have 
a cloud of witnesses cheering us on as we run the 
race of faith. Can you hear their voices? During 
the Eucharistic prayer we ask the Father that we 
may obtain an inheritance with all the elect on 
whose constant intercession in your  presence we 
rely for unfailing help. While we  often think of 
the saints in terms of their prayerful intercession, 
in the early church, the saints were admired as 
role models for Christians. If we want to live with 
God eternally in heaven, then we take as our role 
model those who have attained that goal already. 
On September 4, we will celebrate the               
canonization of Mother Teresa. What better    
person to declare a saint during this Year of  
Mercy! Mother Teresa and her sisters would   
often pray the following prayer after receiving 
the Eucharist at Mass. If it helped her to run the 
race that lay before her, we might use the same 
prayer on our faith journey:  
 
 

Dear Jesus, help us to spread Your fragrance     
everywhere we go. Flood our souls with Your spirit 
and life. Penetrate and possess our whole being so 
utterly that our lives may only be a radiance of 
Yours. Shine through us, and be so in us that every 
soul we come in contact with may feel Your      
presence in our souls. Let them look up and see no 
longer us, but only Jesus! Stay with us, and then 
we shall begin to shine as You shine; so to shine as 
to be a light to others. The light, O Jesus, will be all 
from You, none of it will be ours; it will be You 
shining on others through us. Let us thus praise 
You in the way You love best; by shining on others 
through us. Let us preach You without preaching, 
not by words but by example, by the catching force, 
the sympathetic influence of what we do, the       
evident fullness of the love our hearts bear to You.

Palabras del Padre Fred… ¿Tienes un santo favorito? ¿Alguna vez le pides a un santo 

por su intercesión, cuando  enfrentas algunas luchas difíciles en la vida? Es bueno tener a nuestros 
amigos orando por nosotros cuando estamos en momentos de estrés. La segunda lectura este fin de 
semana nos recuerda de  que como estamos rodeados de una gran nube de testigos, vamos a 
deshacernos de toda carga y el pecado que se aferra a nosotros y perseveramos en la carrera que 
tenemos por delante, manteniendo los ojos fijos en Jesús. Profesamos nuestra creencia en la co-
munión de los santos en nuestras fórmulas de fe.
