The Fire of Your Love: Plenary Indulgences

Recently, I wrote of Pope Paul VI's publication of Humanae Vitae that pulled together The Church's teachings on life.  

Paul VI also wrote another document that, in a sense, updated and revised the practice of sacred indulgences through 

the apostolic doctrine Indulgentiarum Doctrina, which was released on January 1, 1967.  Some of the wording from 

that  document  is  now  part  of  the  Catechism  of  the Catholic Church when it explains that "An indulgence is a 

remission before God of the temporal punishment due to sins whose guilt has already been forgiven, which the faithful 

Christian who is duly disposed gains under certain prescribed conditions through the action of the Church which, as 

the minister of redemption, dispenses and applies with authority the treasury of the satisfactions of Christ and the 

saints" (CCC 1471; also see Code of Canon Law 992). 

 Indulgences have long been associated with Martin Luther's complaints against the Catholic Church, but The 

Church has come a long way since then in how it handles indulgences.  The practice of sacred indulgences are, in fact, 

part of The Churchôs infallible teaching. This means that if you are Catholic, you must believe in them; it is part of our 

faith.  This goes back much farther than Pope Paul VI, for it was the Council of Trent (1543-1563) that said it 

"condemns with anathema those who say that indulgences are useless or that the Church does not have the power to 

grant them"(Trent, session 25, Decree on Indulgences). 

 What is an indulgence?   An indulgence is the removal of the temporal punishment due to sin.  This can be 

either a partial indulgence or a plenary indulgence.  The former removes parts of the temporal punishment, while the 

latter removes all temporal punishment that is required to cleanse the soul from attachment to anything but God.  How 

do we know which it is?  We don't.  We  can  strive for a plenary indulgence, but only God knows how well it was 

received.  

 To  gain  an  indulgence  you  must  be  Catholic, in a state of grace, and have the intention of gaining an in-

dulgence.  You must also perform the act with a contrite heart.  Further, you must be free from all attachment to sin, 

including venial sin, so you must go to confession 20 days before or after performing the spiritual work involved in 

the indulgence.  Moreover, you must receive Holy Communion during this time period, as well as pray for the popeôs 

intentions (preferably with at least one Our Father and one Hail Mary).  Finally, you must also perform a spiritual 

work.  These  spiritual  works  can be those suggested by the Pope or the Bishop, or they can include the following 

examples: pray before the Blessed Sacrament (Tuesdays at St. Thomas) for at least an hour, praying the whole rosary 

in Church for a plenary or at home for a partial indulgence, praying the Stations of the Cross in Church, or reading 

Sacred Scripture for at least an hour.   If you are not sure what counts as a spiritual work, check with Father.   

 Finally, it  should  be  noted  that  you can also extend your plenary indulgence to a soul in purgatory, with the 

possibility that it will release their soul to heaven.  Now, how cool is that?
