Bishop Jaime Soto invites all Catholics in the Diocese of 
Sacramento along with people of good will to join together to 
observe the Diocesan Day of Reparation with fasting, prayer, 
penance and works of charity on Monday, January 22, in 
reparation for the sinful national scourge of abortion.
