ADVENT WREATH 101—
Circles have no beginning and no end.
The circular shape of the Advent wreath
is used to symbolize God the Father
and eternal life. The wreath holds four
candles which are lit over the four
weeks of Advent. There are 3 violet
(purple) and one rose (pink) candle,
each representing 1,000 years. Added
together the four candles symbolize the
4,000 years humanity waited for the
Savior. When Advent wreaths are
decorated the materials often have a
symbolic meaning. The use of
evergreens reminds us of our eternal life
with Christ. Holly represents the crown
of thorns from the Passion of Jesus and
the pine cones symbolize Christ
Resurrection. On the first Sunday of
Advent, the first purple candle is lit.
This is called the “Prophecy Candle” in
remembrance of the prophets, primarily
[saiah, who foretold the birth of Christ.
9he candle represents hope or
expectation in the anticipation of the
coming Messiah. On the second Sunday
of Advent, the second purple candle is
lit. It represents love; it is called the
“Bethlehem candle” symbolizing
Christ’s manger.

On the third Sunday of Advent, the pink
or rose colored candle is lit. The pink
candle is customarily called the
“Shepherd’s Candle” and it represents
joy. The color represents the
anticipation of the coming of Jesus, but
also the season of waiting in Advent.
Therefore, the pink candle is a
combination of the colors of purple and
white. The fourth and last purple
candle is called the “Angel’s Candle”
representing peace. It is lit on the last
and 4th Sunday of Advent.
