AARP TAX-AIDE, the nation’s largest volunteer-run tax 
counseling and preparation service, will begin work Wednes-
day, February 6, in Lubbock.

The service is offered on a first come first served basis and is 
dependent on the number of volunteers available. The group 
will work Wednesdays and Thursdays through April 11 at the 
Adult Activity Center, 2001 19th Street. 
 

Social Security and ITIN cards are required for all persons 
listed on the return.  Photo IDs are required for primary  per-
sons on the return.  Please bring a copy of last year’s re-
turn.  Also bring all 2018 W-2s, 1099s, 1095A, B, or C, end-of
-the year Social Security statement and any other pertinent 
forms. 
 

The volunteers are trained and have experience.  There are 
some return scenarios which will be considered out-of-scope 
for the program.  Examples are married filing separately, rent-
al properties and farm income.
