An ACTS retreat is centered on how we as Catholics can improve our
relationship with God and build a better, stronger faith community.
ACTS stands for the four core principles: Adoration, Community,
Theology, and Service, and is based on Scripture in Acts 2:42-47.

ACTS retreats follow an established format, but each one is a little
different. This is not a silent retreat, but is more participative. There
is prayer, reflection, Mass, testimony, sacraments, discussion, and
fun! You may choose to participate as much or as little as you like.
This is a time to get away from your busy daily life and enjoy quality
time with others like you.

Participants often develop lasting friendships. The environment on
the retreat allows for open discussion of our faith which is rarely
found anywhere else in our society. Many who have attended will
attest to the profound difference ACTS has made in their lives and in
their relationships with friends, family, and God. More than 200 men
and women at St. Simon have been on retreat, and many of these
continue to serve on teams conducting the retreats.

Take a leap of faith, put yourself in the hands of others, and embrace
the journey. You'll be glad you did!
