Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 

 

We have walked with Jesus in the desert 

for forty days, and we have finally have 

arrived in Jerusalem. Together with the 

crows in Jerusalem, let us proclaim Jesus 

as the King, the Son of David! He comes 

in riding in humility, because for our sake 

and for the salvation of mankind, He has 

humbled himself up to death and even 

death on a cross. For that reason, God has 

exalted Him above the earth and every tongue should 

proclaim that Jesus is Lord. Let us stop for a moment and 

consider the very last moments of Jesus life and delve deeply 

into his heart.

Because the life of a Christian is totally immersed in the life 

of Jesus Christ and only from the perspective of the passion, 

death and resurrection of the Lord, the life of every 

Christian, even of every man and woman has sense. JesusË 

mystery not only gives us the right answers to our questions 

but also makes us ask the right questions: Who is God? What 

is the purpose of life? WhatËs beyond death? Who is man? 

Why do we suffer? Why do innocent people suffer?  Let us 

approach this week with hearts and minds open to the call of 

the Holy Spirit to take in as much as our hearts are able to, 

and let us pledge to a life more committed to the Lord, more 

committed to our marriage and family duties, more 

committed to one another in love and in kindness.
