Saint of the Week 
St. John Bosco 

On January 31st the Church celebrates the Memorial of Saint 

John Bosco. St. John was born near Castlenuovo in the 

diocese of Turin (Italy) in 1815. His early years were most 

difficult and once ordained to the priesthood he dedicated 

himself to the education of the young, founding 

congregations which would instruct youth in both the arts 

and the Christian life. He also composed pamphlets for the 

support and defense of religion. He died in 1888 though his 

work lives on in the Salesian order which he founded. St. 

John Bosco was canonized on April 1, 1934 by Pope Pius XI. 

He is the patron saint of Christian apprentices, editors, 

publishers, schoolchildren, and young people.

The Opening Prayer 
The opening prayer concludes the Gathering Rite or Introductory Rites of the Mass.  It is the prayer of the people.  The 

presider says, ñLet us pray.ò  The pause which follows is a time which the members of the assembly are given for their own 

prayer. 
 

In the early Church, the members of the assembly voiced their prayers out loud.  When this had gone on for a time, the presider 

said a CONCLUDING prayer which collected all the prayers voiced by the people and summed them up, bringing the 

communal prayer to an end.  Before Vatican II that prayer was known as the COLLECT. Now it is called the Opening Prayer. 
 

The Opening Prayer is called that because it is the first ñpresidentialò prayer of the liturgy, that is, the first prayer which the 

presider voices in the name of the people.  However, his part of the prayer is the CONCLUSION to the prayer which we are all 

to have said in response to the invitation, ñLet us pray.ò   Copyright © 2008 Resource Publications, Inc. All rights reserved.
