Dear Beloved Parishioners, 

     In today's first reading from the Book of the Prophet Habak-

kuk, we come to realize that God's time is not our time.  God 

always hears our pleas.  He responds in the fullness of time, his 

time, not when we want him to.  We are called and challenged 

then to patiently persevere, to wait with faith and trust in God.   

     As human beings, we expect if not demand things at a cer-

tain time.  This is the cultural milieu in which we are living now.

Commingling 

What is the reason that the celebrant puts a 

small piece of the consecrated host into the con-

secrated chalice of wine at Mass? 

Initially, when a local Roman priest could not be 

present at a papal Mass, a piece of a host conse-

crated at a papal liturgy, known as the ŦŜǊƳŜƴǘǳƳΣ 

was placed in his wine-filled chalice at the local 

Mass.  This  rite was done to symbolize unity with 

the pope Φ  In the Roman Church, this commingling 

practice later evolved by taking a small piece of a 

consecrated host from any previous Mass and 

placing it into the chalice of the current Mass as a 

sign of continuity. 

However, the commingling practice today comes 

from a Syrian pope in the first half of the 8th Cen-

tury.  Flowing from a deepening theology of resur-

rection, the body and blood separated by Christ’s 

death is symbolically made whole again by the re-

uniting of the consecrated Body and Blood of Je-

sus, through the comingling rite, a symbolic ges-

ture of true restoration.
