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FIFTH SUNDAY OF EASTER - APRIL 29™, 2018

The readings today assure us that as Christians, we are never alone - we are all linked to Christ and to other Christians.
This message is especially poignant today, as we celebrate the anniversary of the Knights of Columbus, who do such good
work in our communities. The statement that Jesus makes in today’s gospel passage: ‘I am the vine, you are the branches’,
is spoken a short time before his death - likely on the way to the garden of Gethsemane. This was the time for his
departure from his friends, and like all departures, it was a time to focus on essentials. Even though he realized that in
their weakness his friends would likely abandon him, he let them know that he would never cut the off from his love. As
we see in the stories following the death and resurrection of Jesus, the struggles, failures, and human weaknesses that his
friends displayed were replaced with a courage and faithfulness that showed the depth of the transformation that Jesus had
brought about in their lives. The vine and branches that Jesus spoke of are a sign of the unity and closeness that makes
true followers of the Risen Jesus.
