Dear Bishop Burbidge:

Peace and good! I write to you to request your permission to make the following change of the location of the
baptismal font at St. Joseph Catholic Church. We are requesting that a permanent baptismal font be placed in
the back of the Church. At the current time, we have a portable baptismal font which is moved from one loca-
tion to another in the front of the nave of the Church. When the Church was completed in 1986, it was the in-
tention of the Friars to have a permanent baptismal font built.

I offer the following insights and points which the friars, the Parish Advisory Council, and Finance Council
have studied and discussed. As Roman Catholics, we believe that Baptism is the first sacrament of initiation.
The Catechism of the Catholic Church reminds us that “Holy Baptism is the basis of the whole Christian life,
the gateway to life in the Spirit, and the door which gives access to the other sacraments” (no. 1213). Through
baptism we are freed from original sin, reborn in Christ, and incorporated into the Christian community. Thus,
the location of baptism in a church is integral to the architecture of a church building.

The USCCB’s guidelines for Church Architecture, Built of Living Stones (2000), says that “because the rites
of initiation of the Church begin with baptism and are completed by the reception of the Eucharist, the baptis-
mal font and its location reflect the Christian’s journey through the waters of baptism 7o the altar” (no. 66).
Moreover, it says, “The location of the baptismal font, its design, and the materials used for its construction
are important considerations in the planning and design of the [church] building” (no. 67).

There have been several locations for the baptismal font in the tradition of the Catholic Church, and there is
no one officially proper place for the baptismal font. However, the baptismal font in a church should be in a
permanent, fixed location. One customary place for the baptismal font is near the entrance of the church. Plac-
ing the baptismal font near the entrance is a very appropriate expression of baptism as the first sacrament of
the church and beginning of Christian life, completed through Confirmation and the Eucharist. Baptism is not
the final point in the Christian journey, but the starting point. In order to represent this, it is fitting that the
baptismal font be toward the back of the church, in a place of prominence, and set aside specifically for bap-
tism. In this location, the font should be permanent, and there should be a place for the Paschal Candle outside
the Easter season as well as whatever else is necessary for the celebration of baptism. This is so that all the
faithful may be reminded that they journey through the waters of baptism into new life and to the altar where
the celebration of Christ’s eternal sacrifice takes place and the People of God are nourished.

We have studied the possibility of a permanent baptismal font for our faith community with the research and
dialogue with Father Pat Whittle, TOR, STL, doctoral student studying liturgy at The Catholic University of
America. We have also been in consultation with Jim O’Brien of O’Brien & Keane Architecture of Arling-
ton, VA. Our discussions, study, and consultation with both Father Pat and Jim have encouraged us to move
forward with this request to have a permanent baptismal font at the parish.

Peace and good! As you have learned from the bulletin
and the PAC Executive Summaries, the parish will in-
stall a permanent baptismal font in the nave of the
Church. The baptismal font will be located at the back of
the nave of the Church. As you enter the center doors
into the nave of the Church, the new baptismal font will
be located to one’s left. As previously shared with the
parish, we will be removing the last five pews in this
section and the baptismal font area will be placed in this
space (see letter for the purpose for this decision).

We offer our sincere thanks to the Knights of Columbus
- Good Samaritan Council 6175 for their donation for the
purchase of the baptismal font. Their generous donation
enables us to provide a permanent space for the celebra-
tion of baptisms as we welcome our newest members
into our faith community.

The installation of the baptismal font is one part of up-
dating of the tiling in the narthex (vestibule) of the
Church and carpeting for the nave of the Church. Yes,
there will be changes in the color/design of the tiles and
carpet.

The
installation was planned for November, however, due to
the time needed to complete the project, we have made
the decision to move the installation of the tile, carpet,
and the baptismal font to January 2019.
