COLUMNA PASTORAL  

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
It was wonderful to see Sexton Hall full after the Masses for our Donut Sunday and Welcome to the 

Parish socials. Even in the midst of the reconstruction, we had a sense of ònormalcyó as people enjoyed one 
anotherõs company and just had the opportunity to òhang outó together in community. I hope that we will con-
tinue to build upon this in the months ahead.  

Next Sunday is Super Bowl Sunday. Traditionally on Super Bowl Sunday we alter our Mass schedule since so many 
of our parishioners ð and ministers ð attend Super Bowl watch parties. So, once again, next Sunday, Life Teen Mass will be at 
2:30pm instead of the usual 5:15pm. All other Masses will be at the normal time. If you are a regular Life Teen Mass at-
tendee, please make note.  

The parish pilgrimage to Italy that was scheduled for September of 2017 was rescheduled because of Hurricane Har-
vey. Members of our parish and Christ the Good Shepherd will leave, as pilgrims, early in the morning on this Tuesday, Janu-
ary 30th, bound for Assisi, Florence, Siena, Orvieto and Rome. We return to Houston on Friday, February 9th. While we are 
away, I want to assure you that the parish will be held in prayer ð especially as we celebrate Holy Mass in the various sites. In 
fact, there will be a very special Mass that only I and the pastor of Christ the Good Shepherd (CGS) will be able to attend on 
the morning of Tuesday, February 6th. The two of us have been invited to concelebrate Mass with Pope Francis in the chapel 
of Domus Sanctae Marthae, the residence of the Holy Father. I had written to the Holy Father about our parishõs catastrophic 
loss after the hurricane and told him of our pilgrimage that was postponed due to the flooding and losses. In my letter I 
asked if it were possible to celebrate Mass with him and in the early hours of December 26th, I received a fax from his office 

inviting me and the other priest to con-celebrate the morning with him. I feel so 
honored that I will be able to offer Mass for all of you together with Pope Fran-
cis. I am bringing three gifts to present to His Holiness: a ceramic Christmas 
ornament made by one of our parishioners that is a photograph of our flooded 
sanctuary, a writing pen that is made of wood from part of a leg of one of the 
altar serverõs chairs from our sanctuary, and a Houston Astroõs Rosary (blue and 
orange beads with white miniature balls for the Our Fathers). Needless to say, I 
am very excited and hope I have the opportunity to share with the Holy Father 
what is happening here at St. Ignatius of Loyola. Please keep all the pilgrims in 
your prayers while we are away.  
We are taking the opportunity to òupgradeó our main altar a little during this 
time of reconstruction. Four angels are being added to the four corners of the 
altar. Each angel is in a stance of adoration before the altar of the Lord and is 

holding an object needed in sacred worship. One holds incense; one holds a harp; one holds bread; and one holds a chalice. 
Each angel is approximately 3ft tall and will give the appearance of the angels supporting the granite top of the altar with 
their wings. They will be painted with their robes in white, trimmed in gold with golden wings. The angels are being made in 
Oberammergau, Germany, the same place and family that carved and painted our processional cross.  Because the angels 
were not part of the original altar, we are looking for donors to cover the additional cost. Two of the angels have been spo-
ken for; however, if you are interested in donating one of the other two angels, please contact me for availability and pricing.
