Withholding Forgiveness 
Romans 5:1-2, 5-8

ñIndeed, only with difficulty does one die for a just person, 

though perhaps for a good person one might even find courage to 

die.ò 

 

How different God is from us. We would not give the time of day 

to people we know are sinners. Jesus gave his life for them. Jesus 

gave his life for you, no matter what you have done or how well 

you have apologized.

Rice and Lentil Mash - Laos 

¶ 1İ c rice 

¶ 1İ c lentils 

¶ 5 c water 

¶ 1 bunch spring onions, chopped 

¶ 6 cloves garlic, minced 

¶ 4 eggs, whisked 

¶ Salt and pepper to taste 

¶ 2 T fair trade olive oil 

¶ Parsley (to garnish) 
 
In a large pot, cover lentils and rice in water and soak for 
10ï15 minutes. Next, bring water to a boil, reduce heat to 
medium and cook until water is absorbed, about 20 
minutes. In a separate pan, saut® garlic and onions in oil 
until translucent, then add to rice-and-lentil mixture. Sea-
son to taste. While stirring, slowly pour whisked eggs into 
the rice-and-lentil mixture; the egg should spread out in 
ñribbons.ῤ Add parsley to mixture or as garnish to each 
plate. Serve hot.
