All Parishioners are invited to participate by donating the
equivalent of one can of food per day, during Lent - Ash Wednesday, February 10th
through Palm Sunday, March 20th. Participants are encouraged to place a can of
food in a box at home while praying daily for the poor and hungry. The Lenten Food
Drive will benefit Catholic Charities, Manna Ministries and Abraham’s Tent. You are
asked to consider praying for the poor using the prayer below. On Palm Sunday
your offering of 40 cans of food should be delivered to the church, at all Masses, to
be received by brother Knights. Look for the ACTS trailer at the drop-off point at
the end of the driveway entrance.

The Supreme Office of the Knights of Columbus will donate $100 for every 1,000
pounds of food collected and for every $500 donated. These funds will be
forwarded to same food drive beneficiaries: Catholic Charities, Manna Ministries
and Abraham'’s Tent.
